Highlight: The occupants of a stolen motor vehicle, spotted by a WHPD Detective during the operation, 

fled and were captured after a foot chase. The vehicle was stolen from New Britain CT.  

 

 The driver, Javeon Zymell Stevens Christopher 9-29-2004, of Waterbury, CT was found to be a 

Deadly Weapons Offender, on Parole, and had an active warrant out of CSP Troop A for Escape 

in the First Degree. Christopher also had an active warrant for Failure to Appear in the Second 

Degree. He was remanded to custody and picked up by the DOC Parole Fugitive Unit.  
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The passenger, Raymond Perez 1-20-2005 of New Britain, CT, was found to be a Deadly Weapons 

Offender and also on Parole. Additionally, Perez had 57.5 grams of marijuana on his person. Perez was 

remanded to custody by the DOC Parole Fugitive Unit. Both Christopher and Perez were charged for the
