Purpose of this brochure​



These trips are considered essential as they broaden and deepen a student's understanding
of our taught curriculum. They enable students to develop subject-specific skills and apply
knowledge and understanding to real life settings. Work will be conducted in lessons before
and after the trip to help students understand the context of their visit.

These trips fit into 2 categories; subject curriculum trips and The Journey. ​

Subject curriculum trips are organised by academic departments and allow students to
experience learning for a specific subject matter.​

The Journey is a Globeducate programme designed to cultivate essential outdoor skills,
fostering independence, cooperation, resilience, and teamwork in students. These trips span
from Nursery through to the end of their year 8. Through hands-on activities in nature,
students gain valuable life skills that stay with them beyond the classroom, preparing them
for future challenges by promoting personal growth and collaborative problem-solving. 

 Curriculum



These trips are considered optional and are designed to promote character development and
give students opportunities in the Arts, Sports and Global Citizenship. They encompass
exposing students to new challenges, problem solving, teamwork and encourage them to use
a range of independent skills outside of the classroom. 

End of Year trips: typically, our end of year residential trips for year groups have a focus on
outdoor activity and challenge. They enable experiential learning and support the personal
and social development of our students.

Globeducate events: we also participate in events organized across the year by our school
group Globeducate including; the International Music festival, Academic Olympics, Summer
sport Olympics, Iberia Cup and Model United Nations. These events allow students to meet
and work with students from other Globeducate schools from across the world.

Valencia International Schools sports competitions: as a school we participate in
competitions with the other international schools based in Valencia in football, basketball,
volleyball and swimming for boys and girls from years 7 to 13. Students are selected to
represent the school in these competitions and tournaments.
