Be aware, however, that if you delay choosing a major (or change majors), you may need to take additional
coursework. This may mean extra time (to graduate) and extra money.

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POLICIES ON SCHEDULING

Per Ohio Administrative Code 33@l1-15, subjective criteria such as grades and teacher recommendations shall not be used
to exclude a student from gifted servicédl. students who meet the written criteria for a gifted service shall be provided an
equal opportunity to receive that servicccording to our District's Gifted Identification and Service document, honors,
Advanced Placement, and College Credit Plus courses are considered gifted services, and the criteria for receiving service in
the student's area of identification in the said courses does not include grades and teacher recommendations, nor is the
Parental Override of Teacher Recommendation form required in the said situations.

1. Summer school credits taken at Wadswortbtber accredited high schoolgpply toward a
diploma. The High School principal must give approval before taking a course at dmgther
school.

2. The high school principal may approve independent study for credit. Approval must be provided
through the Credit Flex Application process, meeting all deadlines and requirements.

3. Correspondence coursemay be taken for credit to apply toward a diploma. A limit of 2 credits
may be taken by correspondence to fulfill diploma requirements. A course may be taken if:
a. course is not available in time for projected graduation date.
b. high school principal has granted prior permission for registration.

4. Grantingpartial credit to students who complete only a portion of a yearlong course is not
common practice. Under very unigue circumstances, the high school principal may approve
partial credit

5. Requests not to haveparticular teacher must besubmittedn writing to thebuilding principal
by May 1 with specific reasonThe principal has final determination in granting requests.
Requests for a specific teacher will not be honored.

6. Requests fochanging teachersafter the school year begingybe honored.In rare cases that
a request is made canference must be held involving the parent, teacher, and counselor to
attempt to establish communications. After a conference, the parent may appeal to the principal
if a working relationship is not satisfactoryhe building principal will make the final decision
of student placement.

7. An audit is permitted when a student wishes to take a course without grades or credit being
issued. A student may wish to participate in a class to gain knowledge and skill without
focusing ora grade. In such cases, the student is expected to do all homework, take tests, and
participate in assigned activities. A student will be permitted an audit only under very special
circumstances anahust be arranged prior to registration. The student must have the
recommendation of his counsebmdpermission from the teacher and the high school principal.

Theteacher may initiate an auditafter the course has begun. The arranged audit should be

made during the first semester of a year course or the first nine weeks of a semester course. The
teacher initiated audit may be offered when the teacher finds that the student lacks sufficient
skills to perform adequately in the course but would benefit by participating in the class and
attempting to do the assigned course work. No grade or credit will be issued. The course and

audi t will be posted on the studentdés recor (
only with the teacherds approval, principal ¢
counselors.
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8. A student maye-take a course to try to improve his grade and to review the materials. The
original grade will be reflected on the transcript and thtake grade will be calculated as an
average or the original grade and the retaken grade. Only one credit will apply toward graduation
requirements and be earned for both courses.

If a course is takeat middle school, the only grade that will appeathe GPAwill be the grade
earned from theourse retaken at thegh school. One credit will be awarded.

Students wishing to repeat courses taken at the high school must have the recommendation of
their counselor as well as permission from the teacher and high school principal.

REQUIRED COURSE LOAD

Students must take the equivalent of 6 graded classes each semester in-gitadgsriors who are in
good standing and on track for graduation at Wadsworth High School may be permitted to take 5 graded
classes each semester.

When selecting courses, we urge students to take the load they can best manage as individuals. We als
schedule students for lunch.

SUMMER SCHOOL

Wadsworh High School offers a program each year based on the students' needs and desires. The actu
program will be finalized by the number of students who enroll. The program is open to students who
have finished eighth grade and throughout high school. Students who need courses to complete
requirements for graduation are also welcome to attend.

These are two-8veek sessions. A student may take only one course per session. Additional courses
may be taken for credit recovery with administrative approval. The classes are held from 8:00 a.m. to
noon daily for three to six weeks. Attendance every day is mandatory. Online Registration forms are
available April through June. Payment may be made online or in the Main Office.

EARLY GRADUATION

Most students attend high school for four years, but for those students who have earned the required
credits in less than four years, the early graduation program is an option. Students should work closely
with the counselor to plan their programs. Students who wish to participate should declare their
intentions to graduate early bpmpleting the Early Graduation Applicatiao later than two semesters
before they wish to graduaté&tudents who could graduate in June or August of their third year should
applywith theircounselor by the last school day of their second year in high scBaadents who want

to graduate at the end of the first semester of the fourth year shfmuld the counselor by the last

school day of the first semester in their third y&iudents who successfully apply to graduate at the end
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of their third year wil!/ be held in Ajunioro st
|l f the student is on track to graduate early, |
the student is in good standing at the semester academically (passing all course work needed to
graduate), behaviorally (no major disciplinary issues), and attendance (is not considered a habitual or
chronically truant student), they can be moved to the senior commons for lunch and study hall. In all
cases, administration and Board PoliBpard Policyherg will dictate the early graduation application

and process.

COMPUTER ASSISTED CREDIT (CAC)

Computer Assisted Credit (CAC) is a spHced, online, computérased educational program which

allows students the opportunity to recover credits needed for graduation. The curriculum in each class is
aligned to state standards and customized to target the learning needs of each individual student.
Students must work with the school counselor to participate in CAC. Courses completed through Credit
Recovery/ CAC will be noted as ACACO on the trati

HIGH SCHOOL ACADEMIC ELIGIBILITY

To be academically eligible for participation infxtracurricular activities, student(s) must pass the required
number of courses the preceding grading period to make them eligible accordin@ictthégh School Athletic

A. |EP students must meet this standard in all adjusted coursework or comply with specifications of IEP.

B. Students who receive an incomplete may be ineligible until they meet the academic standard outlined
above.

Many student scholarship appeals that come to the OHSAA office place sole responsibility on you, the school counselor, for their failure to meet
the requirements of the applicable scholarship bylaws found in 4-4. The OHSAA recogmizes that this notion is fundamentally flawed and incorrect
and emphasizes that our rules make reference to the fact that scholastic success is a shared responsibility with parents and students expected to
shoulder most of the load. The Executive Director’s Office has prepared this resource to help inform you of the crucial information that you need to
know in order to best advise students appropriately.

HIGH SCHOOL
1. Incoming 9" graders MUST earn passing grades in a minimum of four courses in their final grading period of grade 8 in order to be
eligible, with regard to scholarship, during their first grading period of 9" grade.
2. Thereafter, all high school students MUST earn passing grades in a minimum of five one-credit courses (or the equivalent) during the
immediately preceding grading period to have continuing eligibility.
3. Participate in every effort to ensure that all students are fully scheduled in a minimum of five one-credit courses each grading period.
4.  If a student comes to you and asks to drop a course, ask the following questions:
a.  Are you a student athlete?
b.  What sports do you play?
¢.  Have you visited with your athletic administrator or principal to determine if dropping this course will affect your eligibili
to play a sport?
5. Advise the student not to drop a course which reduces his/her course load below five credits unless you receive a form from a senior
administrator, a template of which can be accessed here:http:/www.ohsan.org/Portals/0/Eligibility/forms/S 1ScheduleChangeForm.pdf
6.  Physical Education Courses do count towards athletic eligibility but will NEVER count as a full credit course. It usually counts as onl;
Vi or ¥4 credit. Do not count this course as one of the five full credit courses.
7. Always contact your principal or athletic administrator if you have any questions.
8. The OHSAA has no minimum grade point (GPA) requirement, thus issues regarding eligibility when only the GPA is of concern are
strictly a local school district matter and not an OHSAA matter
Grades 7-8
1.  All 7-8" grade students MUST be enrolled in and earn passing grades in a minimum of four courses during the immediately preceding
grading period to have continuing eligibility.
2.  Participate in every effort to ensure that all students are fully scheduled in a minimum of four courses each grading period.
3.  If a student comes to you and asks to drop a course, ask the following questions:
a.  Are you a student athlete?
b.  What sports do you play?
c¢.  Have you visited with your athletic administrator or principal to determine if dropping this course will affect your eligibili
to play a sport?
4. Advise the student not to drop a course which reduces his/her course load below four courses unless you receive a form from a senior
administrator, a template of which can be accessed here: http://www.ohsaa.org/Portals/0/Eligibility/forms/SuggestedScheduleChangeForm.pdf
5. Always contact your principal or athletic administrator if you have any questions.

NOTE: “Grading period” is defined as your school’s board-adopted calendar. In most school districts, this is a nine-week period, while some districts use
six-or | 2-week periods or semesters. It should also be noted, however, that interim, biweekly or weekly evaluations are not considered “grading periods,”
and restoration of eligibility is NOT permitted after such evaluations.

Passing grades must be received in a minimum of five one-credit courses, or the equivalent, in the immediately preceding
grading period. To determine credit equivalency, multiply full-year courses by a factor of 1; semester courses by a
factor of 2; twelve-week courses by a factor of 3; and nine-week courses by a factor of 4.

Post-Secondary Option — College Credit Plus

In order for a CCP class to be used for determining eligibility for Bylaw 4-4-1, the class must count toward HS graduation. In addition, students
clectingtoenroll in CCP mustbe certain that 1.) The faculty members at the post-secondary institution understand that they will need to provide grades or
a progress report at the time when the high school’s grading period is over, and 2.) The student-athlete is taking enough course work at the post-secondary
institution exclusively or between the post-secondary institution and the high school combined to be equivalent to five one-credit courses. Calculating
equivalency of credits in the post-secondary institution is conducted in the same manner as in the high school, based on the Carnegie unit. College
courses for which three or more semester hours of credit are earned shall be awarded one Carnegie unit. Fractional Carnegie units will be
awarded proportionately. This means that courses which are four, five, six or even seven hours of credit receive just one Carnegie unit.

For the 2023-24 school year, the OHSAA membership made changes to how “sprint” and/or “A/B” courses can be counted. A student enrolled in a
College Credit Plus (CCP) course or courses which credit hours would have counted towards the satisfaction of this Bylaw BUT FOR the fact that
the actual course work did not commence in the grading period in question (but within the same semester), can nonetheless have the course
credit/credits count towards satisfaction of this requirement PROVIDED the student was enrolled in the CCP course at the beginning of the
semester in question. Likewise, if the CCP course work is successfully completed within the semester of the high school’s calendar but before the
high school’s calendar’s next grading period within the same semester starts, the CCP credits can count towards satisfaction of this requirement. A
student who is engaged in a CCP course has an added responsibility to immediately notify the school for which they participate when any
changes with their enrollment status within the CCP course occurs, and it is the school’s obligation to confirm the schedule change upon
receipt of notification.

The factor of 4 is used for post-secondary institutions that are using quarters as long as the class is completed during one quarter.
Note that this student is taking all courses at the post-seccondary institution, whichis acceptable.

Block Scheduling

Block scheduling or double blocking of courses does not change the calculation of credit equivalencies as required in OHSA A bylaws. Courses
taken over one semester or one quarter (9-week period) carry a factor of 2 and 4, respectively. Therefore, if a student takes an English course
during the first semester only and receives one credit for passing that course, that class carries an equivalency of 2 (1 credit x the factor fora
semester course (2) = 2). Examples of block scheduling:

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GRADE POINT AVERAGES

Grade point averages shall be calculated by multiplying the numerical points assigned to the letter grade
for each course times the decimal equivalent of credit for the course and dividing that number by the tota
credits attempted. The resulting quotient shall represent the grade point average.

Cumulative GPA does not change until credit is awarded. Current GPA will reflect the grade point averag
from the specific grading period.

INCOMPLETE GRADES

Incomplete gradeshouldbe made up before the end of the first week of the next grading period. An
exception may be made if a student is absent in the last week of a grading period. In that case, a studen
may have until the end of the second week of the next grading period.

COURSEWORK TAKEN PRIOR TO NINTH GRADE

The exemption status will be reviewed and verified at the end of each season (or school year for Choir).
Satisfactory exemptions will be reflected on report cards, in Progress Book and noted on the student
transcript. Students are no longer required to complete the PE Exemption form.

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COLLEGE CREDIT PLUS

The College Credit Plus Program (CCP) gives students in grati2sh# opportunity to obtain college
credits and to apply those credits to a high school diploma. Detailed information available through the
ODEW website or posted on the WHS Guidance website.

Tuition, materials, and textbooks from Ohio Public Colleges are typically provigedcatstto the
students.

Students in gradesI2 may participate if they meet the university requirements. CCP is recommended
for junior and senior year to interested, qualifying students. Currently, students will need to meet GPA
and program requirements by the spring application deadline for fall admission. It is advisable for
students to take the ACT no later than the February administration for class enrollment purposes.

Latin 2 4200 Grades: 1012
Two Semesters Prerequisites: Latin;ITeacher Recommendation
One Credit Encouraged

In Latin 2, students begin the second book of the series. The structure is much like that of Latin 1 with more complex
concepts and grammar. Students will continue to increase their knowledge of English through their study of Latin. Students
are again encouraged to use their academic and artistic talents through projects on topics such as history, mythology, and
Roman culture.
