AVID targets students in the academic
middle.
AVID students have the desire to go to
college and the willingness to work hard.

Typically, AVID students will be the first in
their families to attend college, and many
are from low-income or minority families.
For acceptance into the program, AVID
students must complete an application,
participate in an oral interview, and
attend an AVID informational meeting.
