While the Baker Hughes building is characterized by a strong, 

monumental presence, the Intermediate School reinterprets this 

language through a more approachable, human-scaled expression. 

The buildingís circular # oor plan geometry serves as a respectful 

homage to the Baker Hughes facility, echoing its form while 

softening its impact through transparency, rhythm, and warmth. 

This circular organization also enhances way % nding, supports 

natural gathering points, and creates opportunities for interior and 

exterior learning environments that are both dynamic and intuitive. 

Materiality and Maintenance Strategy

The existing Baker Hughes building utilizes stucco as a primary 

exterior material, contributing to its solid, monolithic character, 

while this establishes a strong architectural identity, the new 

Intermediate School seeks to evolve this language by introducing 

low-maintenance, durable exterior materials that maintain a similar 

visual weight and texture without the long-term upkeep challenges 

associated with traditional stucco systems. 

The selected materials are intended to: 

+Preserve the visual continuity with the Baker Hughes building

+Provide enhanced durability and longevity 

+Support life cycle cost e"  ciency

+Express a contemporary aesthetic appropriate for an educational 

environment

Careful attention is given to detailing, jointing, and proportion to 

ensure that the new material palette feels intentional and re% ned, 

rather than contrasting or competing with the neighboring structure.
