Saturday, February 14, 2026 
 
Purpose: To gather middle school age Nordic skiers and families for a fun day of racing to finish the 
season. Full teams from the CCC and individuals are both welcome. 
 

Schedule:  
 
9:30am: Coaches Meeting – by the start/finish area 
10:00am: Girls Skate - :15 Interval Start 
10:45am: Boys Skate - :15 Interval Start 
11:30am: Fun Race – 3.2km, untimed, mass start, no charge. Everybody is 
welcome. 
12:30pm: Girls Classic - :15 Interval Start (Optional Costume Competition) 
1:15pm: Boys Classic - :15 Interval Start (Optional Costume Competition) 
2:15pm: Awards – by the start/finish area 
 
Distance: 3.2km per race. Same course for all races. See map below.

Seeding: Coaches may seed racers in any order they wish. 
Coaches may submit different running orders for each race. 
Each seed will be randomly drawn. Each race will be re-drawn. 
 
Cost: Teams will be billed through the CCC league. 
Spectators using the Pineland Farms trails for skiing or snowshoeing should 
buy a pass at The Market if they don't already have one. If you are only 
spectating on foot near the stadium you don’t need a pass. 
 
Team Scoring: Top 4 finishers score team points. Top 6 finishers displace. 
 
Glide Wax Rule: Only waxes from this list are allowed. For kick wax, any wax 
that is non-flouro is allowed.  
 
Classic Technique Control: Tracks will be set on the course where classic 
techniques should be used. On corners where there is no track, turning 
techniques are allowed (can’t push off the inside ski). Any official team coach 
is considered qualified to act as a controller and can report violations.  
 
Classic Track Setting: The classic tracks will be set the night before to give 
them plenty of time to set-up. This means they will be in place for the skate 
race. 
Please tell your skiers not to ski over the tracks in the morning races. 
 
Bibs: Bibs for both the skate and classic races will be available when you 
arrive, near the Pineland trail map sign. Please do not hand out the classic 
bibs until after the skate race, so that the skier does not confuse which one 
to use.

The top 2 teams (combined boys and girls scores) will be recognized; candy 
prizes for the top teams. 
 
Parking: Races are now on Campus Loop… Parking is in any of the lots on the 
Pineland Farms campus. See map below. There is NO parking on the sides of 
any adjacent roads (Freeport Road or 231). See map below.  
 
Facilities:  

●​ There is no lodge or shelter at Pineland Farms. Your team bus, vehicle 
or tent will serve as your shelter. 

●​ Porta-potties will be available near the old outdoor center/ old YMCA 
parking lot. 

●​ There is no electricity available. 
 

Afternoon Race Dress-Up Competition: The afternoon classic race will 
double as an optional dress-up competition for those that wish. Costumes 
will be judged throughout the races and prizes will be given based on the 
following categories for each gender: 

Most Creative 
Most Random 

Judges Favorite 
Most Awkward to Race In 

 
Firepits: Are allowed, please bring water to put any fires out. 
 
Dogs are not allowed. 
 
Clean-up: Teams should make an extra good effort to clean up the entire 
area prior to leaving. Let’s leave Pineland as good or better than we found it.
