As we continue through Black History Month, we take this time to
honor, reflect on, and celebrate the rich history, contributions, and
lived experiences of the Black community.

We also want to share that Ramadan is approaching, with the first
day expected to begin on Tuesday, February 18, pending the
sighting of the moon (a local and global tradition, sometimes




affectionately referred to as the “moon sighting debates”). Ramadan lasts 29 to 30 days and is a
sacred month of fasting, reflection, prayer, and community for Muslims around the world.

During Ramadan, individuals observing the fast refrain from food, water, and other worldly
indulgences from dawn to sunset. We recognize that observing this holy month can impact
students’ daily routines, and we remain committed to supporting students and families through
thoughtful accommodations.

Ramadan Accommodations
The following supports will be available to students who are observing Ramadan:
¢ Opportunity for Prayer during the day
Students will have the opportunity to make wudu and pray collectively during 7th period daily.
Students who would like to participate in prayer will need to sign-up directly will Dean
Campbell.

¢ Lunch Period Support:
Students who are fasting during lunch will have the option to sit with a staff member in a
designated teacher space. During this time, students may participate in Islamic-based
learning, reflection, or quiet study in a supportive environment.
