DeBakey High School for Health Professions, the first of its
kind, was established in 1972 as a partnership between HISD
and Baylor College of Medicine.

PHILOSOPHY

The Houston Premedical Academy (HPA) is a
partnership between the Michael E. DeBakey High
School for Health Professions (DHSHP), the Honors
College at the University of Houston (UH) and Baylor
College of Medicine (BCM). It is a special undergraduate
program at UH for DHSHP graduates interested in
becoming physicians. Through an academically rich and
supportive environment, the HPA  program enables
students to make their career choices and medical school
selection at the same time. Since the HPA began in 1986,
233 DHSHP students have entered the program and 144
" UH program graduates have matriculated into medical
school. To date, 118 HPA graduates have earned their
MD degrees, 110 at BCM. There are currently 23 students
enrolled at UH and 22 at BCM.

DESCRIPTION

Up to 6 graduating DHSHP students are selected to attend
the HPA each year. These students receive provisional
acceptance to BCM and are required to complete all
baccalaureate degree requirements of UH Honors
College and meet other criteria (outlined below) before
being accepted by BCM. The entire program lasts eight
years, from entrance into the HPA at UH through
graduation from BCM. Applicants to the HPA must
complete four applications: 1) the UH Admission
Application, 2) the UH Honors College Application, 3) the
HPA Application and 4) the Free Application Federal
Financial Aid (FAFSA) —the University of Houston Federal
School Code is 003652). HPA applicants must be
admitted to UH and the UH Honors College, prior to review
by BCM. Applicants selected for the HPA, through the
BCM medical school admissions process are allowed to
major in any of the undergraduate degree programs
offered by UH. However, they must complete the Honors
College University Honors curriculum requirements as
well as minor in the Medicine & Society offered by the
Honors College.

Regardless of major, students must complete all
BCM prerequisites at UH, prior to the fourth
consecutive year of undergraduate study to include:

e 10 semester hours of Human Situation
(Honors Freshman English sequence, HON
2301/2101, ENGL 1370/2361),

e B semester hours of Honors Freshman Biology
(BIOL 1306/1307),

e 6 semester hours of Freshman Chemistry (Honors
section preferred, CHEM 1311/1312),

e 6 semester hours of Organic Chemistry (CHEM
2323/2325) ‘

« 3 semester hours of Genetics (BIOL 3301)

e 3 semester hours of Biochemistry (BCHS 3304),

o 3 semester hours of Quantitative Math (MATH
3339 preferred),

« 6 semester hours of Physics (PHYS 2325/2326,
or 1301/1302),

o 12 semester hours of Creative
Arts/Humanities/Social & Behavioral Sciences
(ex: psychology, sociology, anthropology, art
history, philosophy).

RECOMMENDED: Spanish.

No grade lower than a “C" for these classes will count toward

matriculation into BCM.

Additional courses are required as per the University of
Houston/Honors College curriculum, such as labs.

Program students must maintain a semester and
cumulative grade point average (GPA) of at least 3.50 and
a semester and cumulative science GPA average of at
least 3.50 (on a 4.0 system). HPA students must obtain a
Medical College Admissions Test (MCAT) score minimum
of 508; with no section score (biological and biochemical
foundations of living systems, chemical and physical
foundations of biological systems, psychological, social
and biological foundations of behavior, and critical
analysis and reasoning skills) less than 125. (A fotal
MCAT score and each required section score must be met
in one test administration. Super scores are not
permitted).

MCAT exam must be taken no later than September 30
and the CASPer test taken no later than November 1 of the
fourth consecutive year of undergraduate study at UH.
Based on eligibility, students selected for the program will
receive some scholarship support from UH (aid is limited
to citizens and permanent residents of the United States);
however, all candidates must fill out the FAFSA. All
financial aid provided by UH is contingent upon students
maintaining the minimum required grade point averages
and well as annual submission of the FAFSA. Scholarship
support at BCM is based on merit and financial need.



HPA SELECTION

Graduating DHSHP seniors wishing to participate in the
HPA must complete four applications: 1) the UH
Admission Application, 2) the UH Honors College
Application, 3) the HPA Application, and 4) the Free
Application Federal Financial Aid (FAFSA—the

University of Houston Federal School Code is 003652).
Program selection criteria include: (1) strong DHSHP
academic performance, as evidenced by a minimum
overall GPA of 3.5 and core GPA of 3.2 (especially in
science, mathematics and English) at DHSHP; (2) fwo
letters of support from DHSHP teachers, counselors
and/or administrators; (3) one letter of recommendation
from a Community Service supervisor; (4) evidence of
community service while at DHSHP; (5) motivation and
other attributes representative of exceptional achievement;
and (6) financial need, as determined by the FAFSA.
Students from schools other than the DHSHP and students
who already have graduated from DHSHP are not eligible
for the program.

To apply for the Houston Premedical Academy, follow the
link http://thehonorscollege.com/hpa. The deadline for the
application is 5pm on Friday, January 30, 2026, and the
deadline for the letters of recommendation is Friday,
February 6, 2026. The Admissions Committee at BCM wiill
review ONLY applications from students accepted by UH
AND the UH Honors College AND with a complete FAFSA.
Semifinalists will be invited to BCM for an interview on
Friday, February 20, 2026. Notification of acceptance to
the program will be made on week of March 16, 2026.
