Ç The allowable levy growth factor is the lesser of 2% or CPI.

Ç For the 26-27 budget, the CPI (according to OSC as of 12/31/25) is 2.63%, resulting in 

a CPI cap of 2% to be used for the tax levy threshold calculation before exclusions.

Ç Tax Base Growth Factor from the NYS Office of Real Property Taxes came in at 

1.0051 which adds approximately half a percent to our cap.

Ç PILOTS for 26-27 will be slightly lower.

Ç Our goal is to always achieve a tax levy that is within our tax levy threshold, while 

maintaining and/or expanding all current instructional programs. Similar to last year, 

there are several areas of the budget that will be a challenge including significant 

increases in health insurance premiums and transportation costs.

JERICHO UFSD ï CAPITAL FACILITIES PLAN: 
RECENT VOTER AUTHORIZATION HISTORY
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Capital Reserves I and II have been fully funded at $10 million each, and also have been fully authorized to spend at $10 million each.

Capital Reserves III and IV have been fully funded at $20 million, and also have been fully authorized to spend at $20 million each.

MAY 2022 Voter authorization to create and fund Capital Reserve V at an amount not to exceed $20 million.  The 6/30/24 balance in Capital Reserve V was $4,721,764.

To date we have funded Capital Reserve V in the amount $14,819,277 leaving a balance of $5,180,723 maximum funding in the future.

With only $5,180,723 maximum funding available in the future, it is recommended to put forth a new proposition titled Capital Reserve VI.
