Curriculum

The Becton curriculum includes college preparatory studies, as well as
courses in the fine, practical, and performing arts. Our Program of Studies
is designed to serve the interests and needs of all students. Becton
currently has a four-day rotating schedule. Students are scheduled for
eight courses, six of which meet daily. To receive a diploma, the Class of
2026 must earn a minimum of 120 credlits.

Honors and AP courses are offered in the subjects of English, social
studies,

mathematics, sciences, computers, and world languages. Students
benefit from the opportunity to take dual enrollment

courses through Bergen Community College, St. Thomas Aquinas
College, and Ramapo College for potential college credit. Becton also
offers students an opportunity for a true college experience with BCC
Prep. Students attend their high school classes in the morning and
attend Bergen Community College in the

afternoon.
