> Caregivers must register their student online.

> You will need a Student ID Number (available in Aspen).

You will need a primary email (listed as Email 1 in Aspen).

> If the primary email needs to be updated, please contact
your Learning Community Clerk.

> Ifyouare a first time user/registrant, please follow the
instructions for that information.

> All communication is through the primary (caregiver)
email on ASPEN.

> Be sure to check spam folder for confirmation emails.
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2 Upload Eligibility paperwork to Athletic Registration System

> Logonto Athletics Registration system to check if eligibility
paperwork is valid. (Green Check Marks)

> Upload new physical forms. (Physical Exams are valid for
13 months)

> Take Baseline ImPact Test. After registration is complete, a member
of the athletic training staff will email a student CPS account with
instructions to access this test. Baseline tests are valid for 2 years.
