Throughout the
year, students update their HSBP goals to reflect their changing interests
and goals, connecting what they learn and the skills they develop to future
career pathways.

The state of Washington has adopted a universal platform that ISD will
implement in the 2026-2027 school year. The Xello platform will be retired
and beginning next fall, students across Washington will all complete HSBP
requirements through SchoolLinks. More information will be available
summer/fall 2026.
