2. Two letters of recommendation. These can be from volunteer coordinators, high
school administrators, teachers, counselors, or religious leaders.

3. Most recent transcript of grades.

4. An autobiography (no longer than one typed page and double spaced) with an
emphasis on community and volunteer service.

Club Foundation.
