Each morning, we will have a Mystery Reader contest where classrooms will guess the 

reader and call Mr. Heggenstaller “radio contest” style (caller number … with correct answer 

wins).  On Friday, we will have reading themed stations that students will rotate through.  A 

daily Drop Everything and Read time will take place where classroom teachers will read to their 

classes.  Our HSA is providing a treat to all students during lunch to celebrate reading.  To 

encourage reading throughout the week, we are having a special Pie School Staff Reading 

Challenge.  If students read the set number of minutes/pages for the week they get their name 

enter to “pie” a staff member.  I entered myself 3 times, once at each grade level to try to 

motivate the kids to read.  Students will get a bookmark to keep track of their reading time.
