Members of the board, not otherwise compensated from public monies, will be compensated for 
actual expenses incurred for travel to, from, and attending meetings of the board.  Such 
compensation will be paid from district funds. 
 
Expenses of any board member incurred while traveling on the business of the board, or attending 
a meeting called by the State Board of Education or the State Superintendent of Public Instruction, 
or attending any annual or special meeting of the Idaho School Boards Association, will be paid 
from the general fund of the district. 
 
Whenever any member of the board resides at such distance from the meeting place of the board 
as to require, in the judgment of the board, such member to incur extraordinary expense in travel 
from his or her home to and from said meeting place, the board may approve payment to such 
member of the extraordinary expense incurred in attending any meeting of the board.
