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Course Levels

Each course in the TRHS Program of Studies is accompanied by a level designation according to the depth and rigor of
the curriculum for that course. Courses are designed to meet the student's needs and will have one of four
designations: Advanced Placement, Accelerated, College & Career Prep, and Non-Leveled.

Please Note: There may be prerequisites and/or recommendations associated with courses.
Prerequisites: Conditions a student must meet in order to enroll in a course.
Recommendations: Conditions a student is encouraged to meet in order to enroll and have success in a
course.

Advanced Placement (AP)

Courses at the Advanced Placement level are approved by the College Board. These courses are very rigorous
with curriculum specifically designed to prepare students for the equivalent AP Exam. Students enrolled in AP
courses are required to take the equivalent AP Exam administered in May.

Accelerated (ACC)
Courses at the Accelerated level develop skills at an accelerated pace for students who want experiences that
will prepare them for advanced work in a college situation.

For inclusion in accelerated classes all students:

e Must be recommended by current teacher,

e Must be recommended by counselor,

e Arerecommended to have earned a final grade of 80% or higher in previous ACC course, or
e Are recommended to have earned a final grade of 90% or higher in previous CCP course, and
e Must be in compliance with any additional selection criteria established.

College and Career Preparatory (CCP)

Courses at the College and Career Preparatory level are to prepare students for college and/or career
placement. Students taking CCP courses will be qualified for furthering their education in 1, 2, or 4-year
institutions, certificate programs, or immediately entering the workforce.

Accelerated (ACC)/College and Career Preparatory (CCP)

In specific courses, designated by ACC/CCP in the course description, students may choose to take a course at
the ACC or CCP level. Students who contract to the ACC level must adhere to the predetermined

contract. Students must declare at which level they are taking the class by the 5™ day of the course.

Non-Leveled (NL)

Non-leveled courses are designed to provide enrichment of a student’s program but not affect their cumulative
grade point average (GPA). Non-leveled courses will be computed in quarterly grade point averages which are
used to determine honor roll status.
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Course Weightings/Honor Roll

The course level designation for each course is used to
determine quality points, which determines a student’s
Grade Point Average (GPA). Students receive both a
quarterly GPA and a cumulative GPA. Quarterly GPAs are
calculated at the close of each quarter, and are used to
determine students’ honor roll status.

Students receiving a grade of “D” or “F” in any subject will
not be eligible for Honor Roll, regardless of their GPA.

Cumulative GPAs are used to determine students’ class
ranks and are based on completed courses. Cumulative
GPAs and class ranks are calculated at the close of Quarter 2
(completion of Semester 1 courses) and the close of
Quarter 4 (completion of Semester 2 courses and Year-Long
courses). If any students or parents/guardians have
questions about GPA and/or Class Rank, they should
contact the School Counseling Office.

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Course Selection Process

The course selection process for Freshman, Sophomores, and Juniors is an eight step process:

Class meetings are held in late January or early February with students to discuss the course selection
process and new course offerings. Students receive their copy of the TRHS Program of Studies at this time.
Students review the TRHS Program of Studies with their parents/guardians.

Course Selection Day is held soon after class meetings. Students will receive Online Course Selection
Instructions and a Course Selection Worksheet. Teachers will conference with students regarding
recommended courses/levels for the following year. Teachers will recommend courses through
PowerSchool.

Students will have a one week window to register for courses online through PowerSchool. Each student’s
course requests will be posted on PowerSchool for the student’s parents/guardians to review.

Students will have individual conferences with their counselor to review their course selections and
graduation requirements. Changes can be made at that time if necessary.

In April the master schedule is created based on the courses selected by students, teacher availability, and
room usage requirements.

Individual student schedules are generated and reviewed by counseling staff in May.

Student schedules are posted on PowerSchool in August.

IMPORTANT: |t is standard operating procedure that students consult with their teachers and counselors to review
appropriate course placement for the following year.

Change of Course Requests

Counselors are available on designated days in August for schedule change requests prior to the opening of school. A
student asking permission to drop a course should initiate discussions with their parents/guardians, teacher, and
counselor. Students are expected to meet with their counselor to explore the pros and cons of the decision. After this
meeting, the counselor may arrange a meeting with the student, parent, counselor, teacher, and/or an administrator
to discuss potential changes.

There will be no changes to student schedules after the opening of school except under the following conditions:

The student has been misplaced in a course,

The student has failed a prerequisite for a course now scheduled,
The student has a study period and wishes to add a class, or
There is a major change in the student's plans after graduation.
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Withdrawing from a Course

While not encouraged, students do have the opportunity to withdraw from a course with no academic penalty;
however, the timeframe is limited. It is recommended that students wishing to withdraw from a course do so during
the first five days of the course. Students must meet with their counselor and receive approval to drop/ withdraw from
any course.

As a result of the differences in curriculum, students may not be permitted to move from an AP course to the
corresponding course at the accelerated level. Specific details will be available on the AP course syllabi regarding
specific guidelines for each content area.

Students who withdraw from a full year course after the first thirty school days or from a semester course after the
first twenty school days will receive a Withdraw-Failure (WF) for the final grade and no credit will be awarded. A
Withdraw-Failure is the equivalent of an F for GPA calculations.

Transfer of Credits

Students who are transferring academic credit from institutions outside of Timberlane Regional High School will need
to provide an official record of all completed course work. Upon receiving an official record, a review of the course
work will be conducted and credit and GPA weight will be awarded.

Auditing Courses

Students who desire to enrich their academic program may request to audit courses. Auditing of required courses,
after successful completion of these courses, is acceptable.

To audit a course, a student will adhere to the following requirements:

e Obtain initial approval from the teacher,

e Register through the School Counseling Office,

e Be accountable for all regular classroom attendance, and

e Be accountable for all in-school/out-of-school assignments deemed appropriate by the teacher.

In cases of conflict, the principal will make the final decision.
The classroom teacher will permit the student to take an active part in all classroom activities. Although no formal
credit will be given for class audits, the course will be listed on the student’s report card and permanent record with

the letter “N”, and will be recorded each marking period.

An audited course will not be considered to be meeting the minimum standards established for students (required
number of courses per year).

Advanced Placement Program

Advanced Placement (AP) examinations are offered by the College Entrance Examination Board (a non-profit
membership organization that provides tests and other educational services for students, schools, and colleges). The
AP Program helps schools establish one-year, college level courses for high-achieving students and provides
examinations to help colleges judge a candidate's qualifications for advanced placement and college credit. These are
rigorous courses that require extra diligence and responsibility by students.

To be eligible for college credit, students must take the AP examination given in mid-May. All students enrolled in an
AP class are required to take the AP exam. Students should review the advanced placement policies of the colleges in
which they are interested in attending to determine how those schools apply the AP test results.

Early College Credit: Concurrent Enrollment, Dual Enrollment, Running Start

Students at Timberlane Regional High School have the opportunity to earn early college credit in conjunction with local
colleges and universities. Students who successfully complete specified courses may have the opportunity to earn high
school and college credit. To earn college credit, students must complete all requirements set forth by the partnered
college or university which may include an application and course fee. After successful completion, the student is
responsible for obtaining the associated college transcript which may be applied to credit at other colleges and
universities. A course’s early college credit status may be dependent on teacher availability, enrollment numbers, and
fees.

Southern New Hampshire University at TRHS

Southern New Hampshire University’s (SNHU) dual enrollment program allows high school students the opportunity to
earn early college credits while in high school. At Timberlane Regional High School, designated courses have been
aligned to meet the same content, rigor and learning outcomes as that of SNHU. The high school teachers instructing
these courses meet the SNHU adjunct faculty requirements and have been approved by SNHU. Students will have the
opportunity to take advantage of the dual credit opportunities at the beginning of the courses by completing an
application and submitting the course registration fee for each class. Once the registration period closes, students
will not be allowed to register for college credit. Since these courses are college courses, grades earned while enrolled
in the course are recorded on a SNHU transcript. Portability and transferability of credits rests solely with individual
colleges and universities as they have varying policies on accepting transfer credits; thus, it is the student’s
responsibility to consult with higher educational institutions to determine whether the SNHU course(s) can be
transferred.
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Early College Program — Dual Enrollment at '::’Northem Essex
Northern Essex CC Community College

Early College, also known as Dual Enrollment, allows a student to take advantage of college classes on the college cam-
pus while still enrolled in high school. Students are able to earn high school and college credits simultaneously. There
are many reasons why a student might want to take advantage of this opportunity.

e Get a jump start on your college education while saving a significant amount of money

e Take classes that your high school may not offer

e Explore a variety of career paths

e Experience college while still having the ‘safety net’” of high school

e Meet students from other high schools who are equally motivated to move forward in their education

The Eatly College approach is based on the principle that challenging academics, combined with the opportunity to save
time and money, is a powerful motivator for students to work hard and meet rigorous intellectual challenges. The Timber-
lane/ NECC Eatly College program blends high school and college in a rigorous, yet supportive program that introduces a
variety of career related activities in a student’s intended field. Should students choose to matriculate at NECC, it would
take them less than two years to earn an Associate Degree. The credits in this program are transferable to any public col-

lege or university in Massachusetts, and many others in New England and beyond.

Timberlane Regional High School will offer students the op-
portunity to complete their first year of an Associate Degree 2 classes 2 classes
from Northern Essex Community College for a reduced fee at
the college campus. Students will have access to all NECC
campus resources including the library, tutoring center and
gym. Students will be able to experience high school and col-
lege while exploring career options all at the same time.

In this program, Timberlane students are also NECC students. Both institutions are committed to our students’ successful
completion of both a high school diploma and the beginning of their Associate Degree. Fall 2025 courses are offered at a
reduced rate to be determined closer to the start of the class (for example, 2023-2024 was $128/ credit) . Students can take
advantage of Early College classes at NECC during the summer at the same eatly college rate.

Current supports for students include:
e Dedicated college advisors who work with the students to promote collaboration between student, faculty and
Timberlane
e NECC tutors from the academic support center for several NECC courses
e Access to college resource
e  Ongoing support from Timberlane and NECC staff

In order to be eligible for the Early College program students must demonstrate the ability to do college level work and
meet college level expectations. Therefore, students must:

e Be passing all of their core academic classes with a C or better
e Be in attendance 85% of the time to TRHS

Credit and Competencies Recovery Options

Credit and Competency recovery is available for students who fail a marking period or who do not yet demonstrate an
adequate competency level. Recovery methods and availability vary based on the specific course and or competency.
Students are encouraged to work with their teacher, school counselor and appropriate assistant principal to determine
their credit and competency recovery options.

Guided Study Program

Guided study is designed to provide targeted support for high school students seeking to improve
their academic organization and executive functioning skills. Unlike a traditional study hall, guided study
focuses specifically on reinforcing practical strategies for managing time, materials, and
assignments effectively. Teachers will work with students to review PowerSchool and Google Classroom for
missing and current work. Students interested in adding a guided study to their schedule should reach out to
their school counselor.

Learning Center

Students may receive their specially designed instruction in a special education setting such as in a learning center.
Special Education case coordinators will focus on the goals outlined in the student’s individual educational program as
determined by the IEP team.

Learning centers are NOT credit bearing, nor is there a curriculum associated with the scheduled learning center
placement. Placement in learning center is done through the special education team.
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Extended Learning Opportunities

Extended Learning Opportunities (ELOs) are a form of alternative education in which students are engaged in learning
about topics of interest outside of the traditional classroom. With the help of a mentor in the school district or greater
community, students can design their own curriculum, develop passion projects, and/or complete work-based learning
in a field of interest. ELOs are student-driven: the student is responsible for meeting deadlines, communicating
appropriately, and completing the four required pillars of an ELO — research, reflection, product, and presentation. As a
result, ELOs require self-discipline, intrinsic motivation, commitment, and dedication.

TRHS ELOs may fulfill credit requirements based upon demonstration of competencies. Aside from pre-approved online
course work (e.g. VLACS), ELOs are graded as Pass/Fail and do not factor into a student’s cumulative GPA.

All students who wish to pursue an Extended Learning Opportunity must receive prior approval through the
Assistant Principal of Alternative Education before beginning the alternative credit option.

Types of ELOs

e Apprenticeship: Hands-on experience in a specific trade/skilled profession with the goal of potential long-term
employment/credential. Must be at least 16 years old and have a state-issued apprenticeship license.

e Athletics: Actively participate and engage in team sports in conjunction with demonstrating competencies required
for physical education.

e Career Exploration: Research and learn about various career opportunities to identify potential fits for your
interests and skills. May include job shadow opportunities in more than one work environment.

e Community Service: Dedicate your time and efforts to charitable service/projects that benefit the school or greater
community. Note: hours acquired for an ELO in community service cannot be applied to those required for other
organizations, such as honor societies.

e Independent Study: Develop a curriculum/project of your choosing, that is not offered as a class in TRHS Program
of Studies, to complete independently with the guidance of a teacher/mentor.

e Internship: Introductory career readiness through interaction with professionals and exposure to the work
environment. If off campus, must be local.

e Job Shadow: Observe a professional in the field to gain a deeper understanding of a specific role. No hands-on
tasks. If off campus, must be local.

e Private Instruction: Earn high school credit while completing private instruction through an approved outside
organization. The cost of the instruction is the responsibility of the student.

e Work-based learning: internal or external: Work as an employee in a field and gain high school credit by
completing the ELO requirements. Must be local.
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Essential Question and The Four Pillars of ELOs

A student's ELO begins with developing their essential question. An essential question is open-ended and motivates
the student toward a deeper understanding of a topic. In other words, the essential question promotes the student's
ownership of their learning and propels the ELO journey toward approaching the answer thoughtfully.

The essential question also provides a focus point for the four pillars of Extended Learning Opportunities: research,
reflection, product, and presentation. The four pillars are the main assessments for the ELO, and each has its own ru-
bric. In order to earn credit, each student engaged in an ELO must commit to completing the four pillars.

Research — The student researches their ELO topic in whatever ways are appropriate for gathering
more information. Articles/books, websites, interviews, surveys, data and statistics — these are all
sources for meaningful information.

Reflection — Throughout the ELO process, the student reflects upon their experience. They can record
these reflections in a journal, word document, notes app, voice memos, etc. Additionally, students will
meet with the ELO Administrator and their mentor regularly for check-ins.

Product — The student creates a final product/project to demonstrate their learning. The type of prod-
uct depends upon the ELO field and the student's own skills and interests.

Presentation — The ELO experience culminates in the student's final presentation of their learning, including
the other three pillars and findings for the essential question. Depending upon the ELO, the presentation can
take place at the ELO site or on school campus, independently and/or during a symposium setting. Audience
members should consist of the mentor, the ELO administrator, the student's guardians, other individuals of the
student's choosing, and professionals in the field.

Mentors

Students completing an Extended Learning Opportunity work closely with an adult mentor. Depending on the type of
ELO, a mentor can be a staff member (Teacher Mentor) or member of the greater community, such as an employer or
expert in a certain field (Community Partner). A mentor’s main responsibilities are to ensure the student’s safety and
wellbeing and support the student’s learning journey. ELOs are meant to be student-driven; therefore, aside from
those completing an ELO in private instruction, the student’s mentor is not responsible for developing the ELO; they
are a guide, not an instructor in the traditional classroom sense.

Online Coursework

Timberlane Regional High School students who wish to enroll and transfer online coursework credit are required to
meet with their counselor for pre-approval. Students must be granted authorization prior to their enrollment. Stu-
dents must complete an approval form and receive prior authorization from their counselor. Credit and GPA weight for
online courses will be determined during the pre-approval process.

Credit for an online course will not be granted until an official record of the final grade has been received by the TRHS
registrar. It is the responsibility of the student to request the grade be sent to the registrar. The student’s official
school transcript will document that the course was taken online. The numerical grade earned will be transferred and
converted to the equivalent letter grade in the TRHS grading system.
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Alternative Diploma for Students with Cognitive
Disabilities

An Alternate Diploma provides students who may have ordinarily earned certificates of attendance, or com-
pletion under New Hampshire Administrative Rule Ed 306.27(q), with the option to earn a diploma. New
Hampshire has adopted Dynamic Learning Maps (DLM) as an alternate assessment tool. The DLM assessment
measures yearly student progress, and provides independent standards which align with the NH Statewide Assess-
ment. Accordingly, TRSD policy IKFC authorizes the District to award an Alternate Diploma to students who: 1. Have a
current Individualized Education Program ("IEP"); 2. Have significant cognitive disabilities; and 3. Participate in the

state authorized alternate assessment (currently DLM). The Alternate Diploma is NOT available to students without
IEP's, including students with Section 504 plans.

The determination to award the Alternate Diploma is the responsibility of the student's IEP team, including the stu-
dent's parent(s)/guardian(s). The IEP team's consideration of the appropriateness of an Alternate Diploma should be
included in transition planning beginning at age fourteen (14) but can be discussed by the IEP team at any time. Details
of this decision shall be included in the student's IEP transition plan in accordance with Ed 1109.03. Students who re-
ceive an Alternative Diploma for Students with Cognitive Disabilities, may take coursework described in this program of
studies for credit on a pass/fail basis or as determined by the student’s IEP team.

Certificate of Completion

Students who are eligible for special education have the option of receiving a Certificate of Completion (“Certificate”)
as provided in this Section. The intent to receive a Certificate will be documented in the student’s current individual-
ized education program (IEP) as part of the student’s transition plan. NOTE: Under Ed 306.23(d)(4) a Certificate does
not equate to a High School Diploma per the State of New Hampshire Department of Education.
The following conditions will apply to students earning a Certificate:
1.
a. The student is identified with an eligible educational disability and is eligible to receive special education ser
vices.
b. The student has a current, signed IEP with an agreed-upon transition plan, with the Certificate included in
the child’s transition plan, Individualized Education Program (IEP), or other documentation,
c. The student has spent the majority of their high school program in either non-credit, granting courses or
was unable to demonstrate competency in required courses as documented in the child’s official high school
transcript and, therefore, was unable to attain the required credits for a regular high school diploma, AND
d. The student was considered/enrolled as a full-time student for a minimum of four years of high school.

The IEP Team will determine if the student has met the criteria for a Certificate as documented and agreed upon in
writing by the student’s IEP team, which writing shall include the IEP team’s decision as to when the student will re-
ceive the Certificate in one of three predetermined opportunities:

1. At the time of graduation with common age peers,
2. At the conclusion of the student’s agreed-upon IEP program, OR

Earning of High School Credit— Achievement of Competencies

A high school credit is an acknowledgment that a student has met or exceeded all of the academic standards and other
requirements associated with that credit. In virtually all respects, those standards and requirements are identified as
“competencies” developed by the state or the district as learning targets within a subject area that represent key
content-specific concepts, skills, and knowledge. Students are awarded a credit when they achieve proficiency or, in
some cases, mastery of the competencies associated with that credit. In addition to traditional course work, students
may demonstrate competencies (and earn credits) through learning opportunities outside of the classroom setting,
such as extended learning opportunities (ELOs), Learn Everywhere programs, Career and Technical Education (CTE)
programs, and other such learning opportunities described below.

We will be going far
beyond plot to identifying the techniques writers
use to effectively communicate their complex
ideas including examining figurative language,
point of view, style, structure of the text and
major themes integrated within the text.

Biomedical Science is a two-year program for

students interested in pursuing a career or
college major in the medical sciences,
biotechnology, and affiliated fields. This is a

hands-on program where students learn skills and
techniques in a state-of-the art laboratory while
preparing for high-demand jobs and additional
post-secondary education. In the first semester of
Biomedical Science 1, students focus on forensic
analyses which include microbiological
techniques (such as aseptic technique, growing
cultures, media preparation, and microbial
identification) as well as molecular techniques
(such as DNA isolation and analysis) and
simulated blood analyses. In the second
semester, students study the human body
systems and perform skills used in medicine such
as simulated phlebotomy and measurement of
vital signs, while continuing lab work to analyze
simulated patient samples. Students practice
scientific reasoning, learn industry practices, data
analysis and interpretation, and technical writing.
Students earn Industry Recognized Credentials,
Early College credit, and recognition as HOSA
members with opportunity to hold leadership
positions and compete in health professions
events. Guest speakers from industry and
academia visit classes to share their expertise and
experience.

Health Science Technology 1 is the first year of a two-year program for primarily juniors who are interested in pursuing a
career in the healthcare field. During the first year, the concentration is on establishing a strong foundation in anatomy and
physiology, safety protocols, infection control and career exploration. Classroom activities include: lecture, poster
presentations, internet projects, competitive games, anatomy labs and audio-visual learning related to diagnosis, treatment
and prevention of disease. Skills component includes: vision and hearing testing, height and weight, vital signs (temperature,
pulse, respiration and blood pressure), personal protective equipment and hand-washing techniques as well as training in
taking EKGs. Students interested in pursuing any career in healthcare would benefit greatly from this course.

Students are eligible to receive 3 college credits in medical terminology from Manchester Community College.

Prerequisite: Current grade of B- or better in Biology or Biomedical Science 1 or teacher recommendation.

Health Science Technology 2 (HST 2) is the second and culminating course in our Health Science and Technology pathway.
The curriculum places a strong emphasis on advanced medical concepts, including anatomy and physiology,
pathophysiology (the study of disease processes), infectious diseases, and essential safety training. A key component of
this course is the practical application of life-saving skills, with all students earning American Heart Association CPR
certification. In HST2 students choose to participate in one of three clinical areas: Emergency Medical Technician (EMT),
Licensed Nursing Assistant (NA), or Allied Health Community Internship (MA).

The EMT and NA programs require both classroom instruction and clinical rotations conducted at sites such as the Salem
Fire Department or Northeast Rehabilitation Hospital. Students should note that these rotations may require commitment
outside of the normal school day, including weekend and evening clinical hours. Successful completion of the EMT or NA
program, followed by passing the corresponding state licensing exam, leads directly to professional licensure. Students
participating in LNA and EMT are eligible for Early College credit upon completion of the program.

The Allied Health Community Internship (MA) is designed for students seeking exposure to specialized fields. This track
requires classroom hours and a four-month clinical rotation in the community with a preceptor of the student’s choice. Our
staff provides assistance to help students secure their placement. Potential community sites may include agencies
specializing in radiology, pharmacology, internal medicine, dental health, physical or occupational therapy, and veterinary
medicine. A clinical interview with the preceptor may be required before placement. Regardless of the chosen path,
students will have gained approximately 60 clinical hours of experience by the end of the semester. This entire program
promotes the development of critical professional attributes: responsibility, leadership, maturity, communication skills, and
professionalism.

Note: The prerequisite for enrollment in HST 2 is a grade of B- or better in HST 1 or a teacher recommendation. Successful
completion of both HST 1 and HST 2 satisfies the high school graduation requirement for health. Because much of this
course involves practical experience within various community healthcare facilities, students are required to meet all
mandates set by the host facility. These mandates are not determined by the Salem School District or the Salem Career and
Technical Education Center, and they include, but are not limited to, drug testing and vaccinations. Students can expect
some modest incidental costs for licenses, uniforms and materials. Financial assistance is always available if needed

In this course you will be introduced to education
history, theory and methods of teaching. This course
provides you with a basic understanding and
introduction to the teaching and education profession.
The competencies and curriculum focus on education
topics similar to those taught in a college curriculum.
The nature of this course requires mature, responsible,
self-directed learners interested in pursuing a career in
the education field. You should have an excellent
attendance record. Emphasis is placed on work-ready
skills and academic skills and content. You are required
to complete observation hours in a variety of classroom
settings. Professional attire is required when you are at
practicum and observation sites. Students considering
careers in all levels of the education field benefit from
this program and are well prepared for college. This
course is eligible for 4 college credits through SNHU.
Recommendation: Grade of C or better in current
English and Math course.

Teacher Education 2 focuses on child growth and
development. Theories relevant to individual stages
of development are discussed and the sociological,
cultural and psychological aspects of human growth
and development are studied. An overview of all
developmental stages will be covered and students will
explain and discuss age and developmentally
appropriate experiences for children, particularly in an
educational  context. Additionally, this course will
introduce students to the principles and practices of
assessment for teaching and learning. Topics include
the types, benefits, and uses of formal and informal
assessment as well as the ethical issues of assessment
and grading. Students will create assessments aligned
with standards based content and understand what
educators need to know about the goals, benefits, and
uses of formal and informal assessment. Through
classroom  observations, students will identify
developmentally appropriate use of classroom
resources, procedures, and assessments. This course is
eligible for 6 college credits through SNHU.
Prerequisite: Students enrolling in Teacher Education 2
are expected to have mastered or be proficient in the
basic teaching skills learned in Teacher Education 1
and teacher recommendation.

You will utilize state-of-the-art television,
computer and multimedia equipment to produce
quality media productions. Through interesting and
thought-provoking project-based assignments, you
will learn the basics of creating clear and concise
multimedia presentations. You must be able to work
well in a team environment as this class relies
heavily on group work. Assignments will range from
short films, PSA’s, music videos and news
production, and finished projects will air on our local
educational channel, SLC-6 and our YouTube
channel. Active class participation is mandatory, and
you should be prepared to perform daily in front of
and behind the camera. Students are expected to
assist on some productions of after school
sports and school-related events as part of the
curriculum.

You will assume the roles of
writer, producer, director, actor, camera person,
technical and audio director, and editor while
applying organizational production skills to produce
a weekly newscast among many other projects
throughout the year. Projects are designed to
solidify your skills. You will direct live studio
productions as well as direct and produce ENG and
EFP productions. You will demonstrate effective pre-
production, production, and post-production
skills using best practices all while reinforcing the
fundamentals of digital video and broadcast
journalism. You are expected to participate in
extracurricular production work and assist Salem’s
SLC-6 channel with the videotaping of sports and
school events as part of the curriculum. Students
completing this course gain the skills and knowledge
needed to advance into a college level program or
seek gainful employment in a rapidly growing field.

Vocabulary
development will be a regular feature of this
course.

This course is designed to support students who
have had difficulty with the Algebra | concepts.
Applied Geometry will engage and challenge
students with all the topics presented in a
traditional geometry program. These topics
include angle and segment measurement,
triangles, quadrilaterals, congruency, parallelism,
similarity, circles, and an introduction to
trigonometry. The program is designed to appeal
to all learners with topics introduced by using
hands-on  activities that reflect real-life
applications. Technological tools and Internet-
based resources will be an integral part of
classroom activities. Prerequisite: Successful
completion of Algebra I.

-made, to evaluate the relative risks associated
with these problems, and to examine alternative
solutions for resolving and/or preventing them.
Students will take part in outdoor laboratory
experiences and gain hands-on experience in
environmentally related topics. Prerequisite:
Successful completion of Physical Science and
Biology or Departmental approval.

Introduction to Meteorology 723

CCP

Half Year

This course provides a survey of weather study
including topics such as history of weather
observations,  atmospheric  structure and
composition, earth-sun relationships, air pressure
and winds, cloud formation, air masses and
resulting precipitation. Weather phenomena,
such as hurricanes and tornadoes are
investigated and the study of climates is
introduced. Prerequisite: Successful completion
of two years of science.

SOCIAL STUDIES
World History 811
CCP World History builds upon the learning from the
middle school curriculum and begins with a study
Fall of the Renaissance, moving into the
1 Credit Enlightenment, Age of Exploration and eventually
into the 21™ Century. This course includes units
Gr. 10-12 relating to events in Europe, Asia, Africa and the

Americas. Students will be asked to use their
classroom learning to interpret historical events.
Analysis of primary sources, Internet and library-
based research, field trips, reading from the text
and other sources, film analysis and classroom
discussions are all possible learning techniques.

United States History builds upon the learning
from the middle school curriculum and begins
with a study of the end of the Civil War. This
course takes an in-depth look at the events of the
last part of the 19™ Century, all of the 20
Century, and uses that learning to analyze the
events of the first decade of the 21% Century.
Students will be asked to join in classroom
discussion, read outside of class, think creatively
and write about their learning. A particular
emphasis will be placed on the process of
researching and writing a long-form paper.

American Values in Film and Music 841

This course used film and music to examine
traditional and contemporary American values
and ethical issues. Students will be able to explain
how American values are represented in mass
media and how they are perceived by outside
sources. Personal traits of courage, love, family
and integrity, in addition to social issues of
racism, morality, freedom of religion, altruism
and social justice will be explored. Because
movies and television are filled with historical
inaccuracies, the purpose of the course will not
be to teach history but to use film and popular
music as a vehicle for the students to examine
and analyze society and themselves. Students
may contract for accelerated credit.

Cultural Geography 823

This course deals with the interconnectivity of
culture, politics, economics, religion, and human
perception and regionalization.  Students will
recognize that places and regions serve as
symbols for individuals and societies. Students
will distinguish how cultural traits shape the
characteristics of a region, analyze the increasing
interdependence of the world’s countries, and
demonstrate how cooperation and conflict are
involved in shaping the distribution of social,
political, and economic spaces on Earth. Students
will also explain the results of globalization and
how changes in the physical environment can
