The Town Meeting of the Town of Suffield was called to order by Town Clerk Michele Urch, at
8:01 PM. The Town Meeting was held at the Suffield Middle School, 350 Mountain Road,
Suffield, CT.

Kris Lambert, 22 Old Farms Lane, with a second from Don Miner, 1855 Mapleton Avenue
nominated Ed McAnaney, 85 Wren Drive, to serve as moderator.

There were no additional nominations for moderator from the floor. Ed McAnaney was elected
moderator by a voice vote.
