EXECUTIVE SUMMARY OF PROPOSED DEBT

Proposed Issue:
$31,750,000 General Obligation Facilities Maintenance and Refunding Bonds, Series 2026A

Purposes:

The proposed issue will finance deferred maintenance projects included in the District's ten

year facility plan as approved by the Commissioner of Education, and a current refunding of

the 2027 though 2032 maturities of the General Obligation Facilities Maintenance Bonds,
Series 2018A.

Authority:

The Bonds are being issued pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 475 and Sections
123B.595 and 475.67 . The Bonds will be general obligations of the District for which its full

faith, credit and taxing powers are pledged. Debt service will be paid from property tax levies

and state aid received as part of the Long -Term Facilities Maintenance Program.

Term/Call Feature:

The Bonds are being issued for a term of 9 years. Principal on the Bonds will be due on
February 1 in the years 2027 through 2035. Interest will be due every six months beginning
February 1, 2027.

The Bonds will be subject to prepayment at the discretion of the District on February 1, 2033
or any date thereafter.

Refunding Savings:

The existing  2018A bonds have interest rates of 3.00 %. Based on current market conditions,

we estimate that the new refunding bonds would have a True Interest Cost of 2. 55 %. We
expect that the underwriter of the bonds will pay a premium (a price in excess of the par

amount of the bonds ). Any net premium will be used to reduce the par amount for the

refunding bond portions of the new issue.

The net effect of the premium paid by the underwriter and the new interest rates would
reduce future debt service payments by an estimated $ 155,573 forthe 201 8A bonds . Actual
results will be determined based on market conditions on the day of sale.

This refunding is considered to be a Current Refunding as the obligations being refunded
are callable beginning February 1, 202 6.

State Credit Enhancement:

By resolution the District will covenant and obligate itself to be bound by the provisions of
Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.55, which provides for payment by the State of Minnesota
in the event of a potential default of a school district obligation.

To qualify for the credit enhancement, the District must submit an application to the State.
Ehlers will coordinate the application process to the State on your behalf.

Rating:

Under current bond ratings, the state credit enhancement would bring a S&P Global Rating of
"AAA" rating.

The District’s most recent bond issues were rated by S&P Global Ratings. The current rating
on those bonds is “AA -”/Stable outlook . The District will request a new rating for the Bonds.

Basis for Recommendation:

Based on your objectives, financial situation and need, risk tolerance, liquidity needs,

experience with the issuance of Bond s andlong -term financial capacity, as well as the tax
status considerations related to the Bond s and the structure, timing and other similar matters
related tothe  Bond s, we are recommending the issuance of Bond s as a suitable option

Method of Sale/Placement:

We are recommending the Bonds be issued as municipal securities and offered through a
competitive underwriting process. You will solicit competitive bids, which we will compile on
your behalf, for the purchase of the Bonds from underwriters and banks.

An allowance for discount bidding will be incorporated in the terms of the issue. The discount
is treated as an interest item and provides the underwriter with all or a portion of their
compensation in the transaction.

Ifthe Bonds are purchased at a price greater than the minimum bid amount (maximum
discount), the unused allowance may be used to reduce your borrowing amount.

Premium Pricing:

In some cases, investors in municipal bonds prefer “premium” pricing structures. A premium

is achieved when the coupon for any maturity (the interest rate paid by the issuer) exceeds

the yield to the investor, resulting in a price paid that is greater than the face value of the
bonds. The sum of the amounts paid in excess of face value is considered “reoffering

premium.”  Any net premium received may be used to reduce the principal amount of the

Bonds, increase the net proceeds for the project, or to fund a portion of the interest on the
Bonds.
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Review of Existing Debt:

We have reviewed all outstanding indebtedness for the District and find that, other than the
obligations proposed to be refunded by the Bonds, there are no other refunding opportunities
at this time.

We will continue to monitor the market and the call dates for the District’s outstanding debt
and will alert you to any future refunding opportunities.

Continuing Disclosure:

The District will be agreeing to provide certain updated Annual Financial Information and its

Audited Financial Statement annually, as well as providing notices of the occurrence of certain

reportable events to the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (the “ MSRB”), as required by
rules of the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC). The District is already obligated to
provide such reports for its existing bonds, and has contracted with Ehlers to prepare and file

the reports.

Arbitrage Monitoring:

The District must ensure compliance with certain sections of the Internal Revenue Code and

Treasury Regulations (“Arbitrage Rules”) throughout the life of the issue to maintain the tax -
exempt status of the Bonds. These Arbitrage Rules apply to amounts held in construction,
escrow, reserve, debt service account(s), etc., along with related investment income on each

fund/account.

IRS audits will verify compliance with rebate, yield restriction and records retention

requirements within the Arbitrage Rules. The District’s specific arbitrage responsibilities will

be detailed in the Tax Certificate (the “Tax Compliance Document”) prepa red by your Bond
Attorney and provided at closing.

The Bonds may qualify for one or more exception(s) to the Arbitrage Rules by meeting 1)

small issuer exception, 2) spend down requirements, 3) bona fide debt service fund limits, 4)

reasonable reserve requirements, 5) expenditure within an available period limitations, 6)
investments yield restrictions, 7) de minimis rules, or; 8) borrower limited requirements.

An Ehlers arbitrage expert will contact the District within 30 days after the sale date to
review the District’s specific responsibilities for the Bonds. The District is currently receiving
arbitrage services from Ehlers in relation to the Bonds.

Investment of Bond Proceeds:

Ehlers can assist the District in developing a strategy to invest your Bond proceeds until the
funds are needed to pay project costs and to redeem the refunded obligations. Proceeds
from the Refunding portion will be available for investment by the District from the closing

date (May 7, 2026) until shortly before the June 11, 20 26 call date. These estimates include the

assumption that the proceeds will be deposited in an interest earning escrow account which
will be used to redeem the existing bonds on the call date. We are estimating investment
earnings in the escrow account to b e 554,182 .

211 CRIMINAL OR CIVIL ACTION AGAINST SCHOOL DISTRICT, SCHOOL BOARD
MEMBER, EMPLOYEE, OR STUDENT

I PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to provide guidance about the school district’s
position, rights, and responsibilities when a civil or criminal action is pending
against the school district, or a School Board member, school district employee,
or student.

Il GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

A. The school district recognizes that, when civil or criminal actions are
pending against the school district, a School Board member, school
district employee, or student, the school district may be requested or
required to take action.

B. In responding to such requests and/or requirements, the school district
will take such measures as are appropriate to its primary mission of
providing for the education of students in an environment that is safe for
staff and students and is conducive to learning.

C. The school district acknowledges its statutory obligations with respect to
providing assistance to School Board members and teachers who are
sued in connection with performance of school district duties. Collective
bargaining agreements and school district policies may also apply.

Ill.  CIVIL ACTIONS

A. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, section 466.07, subdivision 1, the school
district shall defend and indemnify any School Board member or school
district employee for damages in school-related litigation, including
punitive damages, claimed or levied against the School Board member or
employee, provided that the School Board member or employee was
acting in the performance of the duties of the position and was not
guilty of malfeasance, willful neglect of duty, or bad faith.

B. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, section 123B.25(b) with respect to
teachers employed by the school district, upon written request of the
teacher involved, the school district must provide legal counsel for any
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school teacher against whom a claim is made or action is brought for
recovery of damages in any tort action involving physical injury to any
person or property or for wrongful death arising out of or in connection
with the employment of the teacher with the school district. The school
district will choose legal counsel after consultation with the teacher.

C. Data Practices

Educational data and personnel data maintained by the school district
may be sought as evidence in a civil proceeding. The school district will
release the data only pursuant to the Minnesota Government Data
Practices Act, Minnesota Statutes, chapter 13 and to the Family
Educational Rights and Privacy Act, 20 United States Code, section 1232g
and related regulations. When an employee is subpoenaed and is
expected to testify regarding educational data or personnel data, the
employee will inform the building administrator or designated
supervisor, who shall immediately inform the Superintendent or
designee. No School Board member or employee may release data
without consultation in advance with the school district official
designated as the responsible authority for the collection, use and
dissemination of data.

D. Service of Subpoenas

School district officers and employees will normally not be involved in
providing service of process for third parties in the school setting.

E. Leave to Testify

Leave for employees appearing in court, either when sued or under
subpoena to testify, will be considered in accordance with school district
personnel policies and applicable collective bargaining agreements.

Iv. CRIMINAL CHARGES OR CONDUCT
A. Employees

1. The school district expects that its employees serve as positive
role models for students. As role models for students, employees
have a duty to conduct themselves in an exemplary manner.

2. If the school district receives information relating to activities of
a criminal nature by an employee, the school district will
investigate and take appropriate disciplinary action, which may
include discharge, subject to school district policies, statutes and
provisions of applicable collective bargaining agreements.
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3. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, section 123B.02, subdivision 20, if
reimbursement for a criminal defense is requested by a school
district employee, the School Board may, after consulting with its
legal counsel, reimburse the employee for any costs and
reasonable attorney fees incurred by the employee to defend
criminal charges brought against the employee arising out of the
performance of duties for the school district. The decision
whether to reimburse shall be made at the School Board’s
discretion. A School Board member who is a witness or an alleged
victim in the case may not vote on the reimbursement. If a
quorum of the School Board is disqualified from voting on the
reimbursement, the reimbursement must be approved by a judge
of the district court.

B. Students

The school district has an interest in maintaining a safe and healthful
environment and in preventing disruption of the educational process. To
promote that interest, the school district will take appropriate action
regarding students convicted of crimes that relate to the school
environment.

C. Criminal Investigations

1. The policy of the school district is to cooperate with law
enforcement officials. The school district will make every
reasonable effort, however, to encourage law enforcement
officials to question students and employees outside of school
hours and off school premises unless extenuating circumstances
exist, the matter being investigated is school-related, or as
otherwise provided by law.

2. If questioning at school is unavoidable, the school district will
attempt to maintain confidentiality to avoid embarrassment to
students and employees and to avoid disruption of the educational
program. The school district will attempt to notify parents or
guardians of a student under age 18 that police will be
questioning their child. Normally, the Superintendent, principal,
or other appropriate school official will be present during the
interview, except as otherwise required by law (Minnesota
Statutes, section 260E.22), or as otherwise determined in
consultation with the parent or guardian.

D. Data Practices

The school district will release to juvenile justice and law enforcement
authorities educational and personnel data only in accordance with
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Minnesota Statutes, chapter 13 (Minnesota Government Data Practices
Act) and 20 United States Code, section 1232g (FERPA).

V. STATEMENTS WHEN LITIGATION IS PENDING

The school district recognizes that when a civil or criminal action is
commenced or pending, parties to the action, including but not limited to
pertinent insurance companies, have particular duties regarding the persons
involved in the action. Therefore, School Board members or school district
employees shall make or release statements regarding the action only in
consultation with legal counsel.

212 SCHOOL BOARD MEMBER DEVELOPMENT
I PURPOSE

In recognition of the need for continuing inservice training and development
for its members, the purpose of this policy is to encourage the members of the
School Board to participate in professional development activities designed for
them so that they may perform their responsibilities.

Il GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

A. New School Board members will be provided the opportunity and
encouragement to attend the orientation and training sessions sponsored
by the Minnesota School Boards Association. School Board members will
be provided the opportunity to receive training in school finance and
management developed in consultation with MSBA.

B. All School Board members are encouraged to participate in School Board
and related workshops and activities sponsored by local, state and
national school boards associations, as well as in the activities of other
educational groups.

C. School Board members are expected to report back to the School Board
with materials of interest gathered at the various meetings and
workshops.

D. The School Board will reimburse the necessary expenses of all School

Board members who attend meetings and conventions pertaining to
school activities and the objectives of the School Board, within the
approved policy and budget allocations of the school district relating to
the reimbursement of expenses involving the attendance at workshops
and conventions.

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809 NAMING SCHOOL BUILDINGS OR FACILITIES

PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to establish guidelines for the naming of school
buildings or facilities, including grounds.

GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

The naming of school buildings, major portions of buildings, or school grounds
is the responsibility of the White Bear Lake Area Schools School Board and
applies to buildings, rooms, internal spaces, landscape features, courts,
athletic fields, open spaces, and all other areas owned, operated or controlled
by the White Bear Lake Area Schools.

GUIDELINES FOR NAMING OF SCHOOLS OR FACILITIES

The policy of the School Board is to name school buildings as close as possible
to the time construction begins in order to lessen the confusion about the new
school.

A. Naming proposals for schools and facilities will be considered at any
time, including naming proposals recommended prior to construction,
when construction is in progress, or after being acquired by the district.

B. The Superintendent may delegate responsibility to administrative
designee(s) or a task force charged with the responsibility of
determining the process for soliciting and evaluating names, pursuant to
providing a recommendation to the Superintendent and School Board for
consideration. When a task force is formed:

1. The naming task force will include representatives from the
school attendance area (or likely attendance area if boundaries
are not yet established at the time of naming), student(s),
parents, staff, and administration cabinet.

2. The naming task force will provide the opportunity to take
recommendations from the public for a period of no less than 21
days.

3. School buildings or facilities may be named after landmarks,

locations, or topographical features which have local significance;
individuals who have achieved a significant place in school district
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life, or have local, state, or national significance; or symbols or
words that capture the essence for the place or function of the
school.

4, The naming task force will submit their top two or more choices
to the Superintendent, one of which the Superintendent may
present to the Board.

C. Portions of school facilities such as learning commons/media
center/library, theaters, and athletic facilities, and other spaces shall
be named according to their educational purpose; however, names of
individuals or entities may also be associated with these facility subunits
upon designation by the Board.

D. The Superintendent, designee, or task force chair/co-chairs, upon
completing their work, will make a recommendation to the School Board
for approval. The decisions of the School Board shall be final.

HONORARY NAMING OF FACILITIES, PORTIONS OF FACILITIES, AND GROUNDS

At the recommendation of administration, a facility or portion of a facility may
be named to recognize an individual or organization that has made a significant
and lasting contribution to the district, a school community, or a specific
program associated with the space.

the School Board may approve naming of school facilities or grounds or portions
of facilities and grounds as a recognition of significant contribution to the
school district. Due regard should be taken of the role the names of buildings
and spaces contribute to the school district’s sense of identity, as well as their
role in assisting staff, students, and visitors to orient themselves within a
campus.

A. In evaluating an honorary naming proposal, the Board shall consider:
Honorary naming of an individual without financial contribution is
recognition of a significant contribution to the school district that the
district wishes to honor. The Board will apply the following guidelines in
considering the recommendation of any individual’s name proposed for a
facility or portion thereof;

1. The individual or organization must have had a substantial and
positive impact on the district and demonstrated alignment with
its mission and values. Facilities may also be named to recognize
places, programs, or historical features that hold significance to
the district community. The individual has had direct, substantial,
and active association with the district and has exemplified the
district mission. Selection may also be based on the individual's
record of scholarship, creativity, leadership, humanitarian
service, or public service. Facilities may also be named to
recognize organizations, individuals, geographical or historical
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features, and programs which have had significant impact in the
life of the district.

2. Nominations must demonstrate a significant contribution to the
district, and all naming decisions remain at the Board’s discretion.
Recommendations must provide evidence of significant
importance to the district and must outline the justifications for
the name being suggested. Naming for such contributions is at the
district's discretion and in support of its mission.

3. The Superintendent and School Board will evaluate the proposed
name based on the nominee’s significant and long-term
relationship with the district, broad community support, and
record of achievement or leadership. A former employee must be
retired or separated from district employment for at least three
years prior to consideration. The Superintendent and the School
Board will evaluate the proposed name against the following
additional criteria:

a. Nominee has had a significant, long-term relationship with
the White Bear Lake Area Schools.

b. Nominee, if a former White Bear Lake Area Schools
employee, will have been retired or separated from district
employment for a minimum of three years.

C. Nominee has widespread support from colleagues,
parents/guardians, and students.

d. Nominee has achieved local, regional, or national
recognition for achievements.

e. Nominee has held local, regional, or national leadership
roles in the field of expertise and is no longer active in
their career.

HONORARY NAMING THROUGH FINANCIAL CONTRIBUTION

Naming rights may be granted in recognition of financial contributions,
including donations, bequests, sponsorships, or other agreements. In
considering such requests, the Board shall balance commercial considerations
with the district’s identity, mission, and the practical function of facility
naming. Application of this policy may result in a facility named for an
individual, an organization or a company. Honorary naming through financial
contribution is recognition for financial contributions, be it in the way of
donation, bequest, sponsorship or other commercial transactions. Due regard
should be taken to consider balance between the commercial considerations
and the role the names of buildings and spaces contribute to the school
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VL.

district’s sense of identity, as well as their role in assisting staff, students, and
visitors to orient themselves within a campus. The Board will apply the
following guidelines in considering the recommendation of any entity proposed
for a facility or portion thereof;

A.

Monetary valuations may be assigned to proposed naming rights on a
case-by-case basis to aid with making decisions about granting naming
rights.

The Superintendent shall determine proposed valuation ranges for
schools and major facility spaces, considering market comparisons and,
when appropriate, professional advice.The monetary valuation for the
naming of a school or media center/library, theaters, athletic facilities,
and other spaces will be decided by the Superintendent. Each case
should take into account market comparisons for naming rights for which
professional advice may be sought. Application of this policy may result
in a facility named for an individual or a company.

The granting of naming rights must always be consistent with the school
district’s mission or vision. The long-term effects of the naming rights
must be considered. Each granting of naming rights is documented bound
by a written agreement.

SPECIFIC NAMING AGREEMENT THROUGH FINANCIAL CONTRIBUTION

A.

The school district may enter into a written agreement granting naming
rights for a facility or space in exchange for a defined financial or other
contribution to the district.The school district recognizes that
circumstances exist when the district might enter into an agreement for
the specific naming of a facility or space in exchange for a specific
financial or other contribution to the district.

Transferability, renewability, and limits:

1. Transferability or renewability must be included in the written
agreement. If not specifically identified, in the agreement naming
rights are not transferable or renewable.

2. The district’s right to use the name and other brand elements of
the named party are permitted by express agreement with the
named party.

3. The named party has no decision-making rights as to the purpose
or improvement of the facility or space unless specifically
provided in the written agreement between the parties. The
district will not agree to any condition in an agreement that
conflicts does not align with the district’s mission and purpose,
statutory obligation, or the local authority of the School Board.
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Vil.  RENAMING AND REVOCATION

The School Board reserves the right to rename any named asset of the district.
The Board reserves the right to revoke naming if for any reason it presents risk
or harm to the reputation of the school district, or if the intent of the gift or
terms of sponsorship associated with the naming cannot be fulfilled.

BACKGROUND:

The enclosed resolution formally states the District’s intent to issue General Obligation
Facilities Maintenance and Refunding Bonds, Series 2026A. This issuance serves the
dual purpose of funding critical Long Term Facility Maintenance (LTFM) projects and
reducing existing debt service costs through the strategic refinancing of existing debt.
The total maximum aggregate principal amount for this series is approximately
$31,750,000.

This total is comprised of two distinct portions. The first is a facilities maintenance
portion of $17,680,000, which is designated to fund the District’s LTFM needs as
outlined in the ten-year facilities plan. The second is a refunding portion of
approximately $14,070,000, which will be used to refund the District’s outstanding
Series 2018A Bonds to reduce overall debt service costs. By combining these two
components into a single series, the District can efficiently address its facility
requirements while optimizing its financial obligations.

RECOMMENDATION:

RESOLUTION STATING THE INTENTION OF THE SCHOOL

THE MAXIMUM AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF
APPROXIMATELY  $31,750,000; AND TAKING OTHER
ACTIONS WITH RESPECT THERETO

BE IT RESOLVED by the School Board (the “Board”) of Independent School District No. 624
(White Bear Lake Area Schools), Ramsey, Anoka and Washington County, Minnesota (the “District”), as
follows:

1. Background. The Board is proposing to issue general obligation facilities maintenance
bonds and refunding bonds. In connection therewith, it is hereby determined that:

(a) Facilities Maintenance Bonds.

(1) The District is authorized under the provisions of Minnesota Statutes,
Chapter 475, as amended, (the “Act”) and Minnesota Statutes, Section 123B.595, as
amended (“Section 123B.595”), to issue general obligation facilities maintenance bonds
for the purpose of financing certain facilities and site maintenance projects approved by
the Commissioner of Education (the “Commissioner”).

(i1) The Board hereby finds and determines that it is necessary and expedient
to the sound financial management of the affairs of the District to issue its general
obligation facilities maintenance bonds (the “Facilities Maintenance Portion”), in the
aggregate principal amount not to exceed $17,680,000, pursuant to the Act and
Section 123B.595, to finance the costs of certain facilities and site maintenance projects
of the District (the “Facilities Maintenance Project”) included in the District’s ten-year
facilities plan for Fiscal Year 2027 (the “Plan”) and related financing costs.

(ii1) The Plan approved by the Board is incorporated in this Resolution as
though fully specified herein. District staff and officials are authorized and directed to
submit the Plan, any amendments to the Plan, and the proposed issuance of the Facilities
Maintenance Portion to the Commissioner for approval, as required by the Act and
Section 123B.595. District staff and officials are further authorized and directed to
submit to the Commissioner such additional information as may be necessary to secure
such approval.

(b) Refunding Bonds.

(1) On March 29, 2018, the District issued its General Obligation Facilities
Maintenance Bonds, Series 2018A (the “Series 2018 A Bonds”), in the original aggregate
principal amount of $15,970,000, pursuant to the Act and Section 123B.595, to provide
funds for facility maintenance projects included in the District’s ten-year facility plan.
The Series 2018A Bonds are currently outstanding in the principal amount of
$14,960,000, of which $14,960,000 is subject to optional redemption and prepayment on
or after February 1, 2026.



(i1) The District is authorized by Section 475.67 of the Act to issue and sell
its general obligation bonds to refund outstanding bonds when determined by the Board
to be necessary and desirable for the reduction of debt service costs of the District.

(iii)  The Board hereby finds and determines that it is necessary and desirable
for the reduction of debt service costs to the District that District issue its general
obligation refunding bonds (the “Refunding Portion™) in the aggregate principal amount
of approximately $14,070,000, pursuant to the Act, including Section 475.67, to
optionally redeem and prepay the Series 2018A Bonds.

(©) The Board further finds and determines that the Facilities Maintenance Portion
and Refunding Portion shall be issued together in a single series in the aggregate principal
amount of approximately $31,750,000 (the “Bonds™). The Board hereby designates the Bonds as
the “General Obligation Facilities Maintenance and Refunding Bonds, Series 2026A.”

2. Covenant as to State Credit Enhancement.

(a) The District hereby covenants and obligates itself to notify the Commissioner of
a potential default in the payment of principal and interest on the Bonds and to use the provisions
of Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.55 (the “Credit Enhancement Act”) to guarantee payment of
the principal and interest on the Bonds when due. The District further covenants to deposit with
the paying agent for the Bonds (the “Paying Agent”), or any successor paying agent, three (3)
days prior to the date on which a payment is due an amount sufficient to make that payment or to
notify the Commissioner that it will be unable to make all or a portion of that payment. The
Paying Agent is authorized and directed to notify the Commissioner if it becomes aware of a
potential default in the payment of principal or interest on the Bonds or if, on the day two (2)
business days prior to the date a payment is due on the Bonds, there are insufficient funds on
deposit with the Paying Agent to make that payment. The District understands that as a result of
its covenant to be bound by the provisions of the Credit Enhancement Act, the provisions of that
section shall be binding as long as any Bonds of this issue remain outstanding.

(b) The District further covenants to comply with all procedures now and hereafter
established by the Minnesota Departments of Management and Budget and Education pursuant to
subdivision 2(c) of the Credit Enhancement Act and otherwise to take such actions as necessary
to comply with that section. The Board Chair, Clerk, Treasurer, Superintendent, or Director of
Finance of the District are authorized to execute any applicable Minnesota Department of
Education forms.

3. Sale of Bonds. The Board has retained Ehlers and Associates, Inc. (the “Municipal
Advisor”), to serve as the District’s independent municipal advisor with respect to the offer and sale of the
Bonds and, therefore, is authorized by Section 475.60, subdivision 2(9), of the Act to sell the Bonds other
than pursuant to a competitive sale.

4. Acceptance of Proposal. The Board shall meet at the time specified in the Preliminary
Official Statement or at such other time designated by the Board to receive and consider proposals for the
purchase of the Bonds and take any other appropriate action with respect to the Bonds.



5. Authority of Municipal Advisor. The Municipal Advisor is authorized and directed to
assist the District in the preparation and dissemination of a Preliminary Official Statement to be
distributed to potential purchasers of the Bonds and to open, read, and tabulate the proposals for the
purchase of the Bonds for presentation to the Board. The Municipal Advisor is further authorized and
directed to assist the District in the award and sale of the Bonds on behalf of the District after receipt of
written proposals and to assist the District in the preparation and dissemination of a final Official
Statement with respect to the Bonds.

6. Authority of Bond Counsel. The law firm of Kennedy & Graven, Chartered, is
authorized to act as bond counsel for the District (“Bond Counsel”) and to assist in the preparation and
review of necessary documents, certificates, and instruments related to the Bonds. The officers,
employees, and agents of the District are hereby authorized to assist Bond Counsel in the preparation of
such documents, certificates, and instruments.

7. Notice of Issuance of Facilities Maintenance Bonds. The Clerk is authorized and directed
to cause a notice substantially in the form of the Notice attached as EXHIBIT A hereto to be published as
a legal notice one (1) time in the official newspaper of the District as soon as reasonably practicable after
adoption of this Resolution, but in any event, at least twenty (20) days before the earlier of the issuance of
the Bonds or the final certification of levies.

8. Reimbursement from Bond Proceeds — Facilities Maintenance Portion. The District may
incur certain expenditures that may be financed temporarily from sources other than the Facilities
Maintenance Portion of the Bonds and reimbursed from the proceeds of the Facilities Maintenance
Portion of the Bonds. Treasury Regulation § 1.150-2 (the “Reimbursement Regulations™) provides that
proceeds of tax-exempt bonds allocated to reimburse expenditures originally paid from a source other
than the tax-exempt bonds will not be deemed expended unless certain requirements are met. In order to
preserve its ability to reimburse certain costs from proceeds of the Facilities Maintenance Portion of the
Bonds in accordance with the Reimbursement Regulations, the District hereby makes its declaration of
official intent (the “Declaration) described below to reimburse certain costs.

(a) Declaration of Intent. The District proposes to issue the Facilities Maintenance
Portion of the Bonds to finance the costs of the Facilities Maintenance Project. The District may
reimburse original expenditures made for certain costs of the Facilities Maintenance Project from
the proceeds of the Facilities Maintenance Portion of the Bonds in an estimated maximum
principal amount of $17,680,000. All reimbursed expenditures will be capital expenditures, costs
of issuance of the Bonds, or other expenditures eligible for reimbursement under Section
1.150-2(d)(3) of the Reimbursement Regulations.

(b) Declaration Made Not Later Than 60 Days. This Declaration has been made not
later than sixty (60) days after payment of any original expenditure to be subject to a
reimbursement allocation with respect to the proceeds of the Facilities Maintenance Portion of the
Bonds, except for the following expenditures: (a) costs of issuance of the Facilities Maintenance
Portion of the Bonds; (b) costs in an amount not in excess of $100,000 or five percent (5%) of the
proceeds of the Facilities Maintenance Portion of the Bonds; or (¢) ”preliminary expenditures” up
to an amount not in excess of twenty (20) percent of the aggregate issue price of the Facilities
Maintenance Portion of the Bonds that finance or are reasonably expected by the District to
finance the Facilities Maintenance Project for which the preliminary expenditures were incurred.
The term “preliminary expenditures” includes architectural, engineering, surveying, bond
issuance, and similar costs that are incurred prior to commencement of acquisition, construction,
or rchabilitation of the Facilities Maintenance Project, other than land acquisition, site
preparation, and similar costs incident to commencement of construction.



() Reasonable Expectations; Official Intent. This Declaration is an expression of
the reasonable expectations of the District based on the facts and circumstances known to the
District as of the date hereof. The anticipated original expenditures for the Facilities Maintenance
Project and the principal amount of the Facilities Maintenance Portion of the Bonds described in
Section 8(a), above, are consistent with the District’s budgetary and financial circumstances. No
sources other than proceeds of the Facilities Maintenance Portion of the Bonds to be issued by the
District are, or are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long-term basis, or
otherwise set aside pursuant to the District’s budget or financial policies to pay such original
expenditures. This resolution is intended to constitute a declaration of official intent for purposes
of the Reimbursement Regulations.

101 LEGAL STATUS OF THE SCHOOL DISTRICT
I PURPOSE

A primary principle of this nation is that the public welfare demands an
educated and informed citizenry. The power to provide for public education is
a state function vested in the state legislature and delegated to local school
districts. The purpose of this policy is to clarify the legal status of the school
district.

Il. GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

A. The school district is a public corporation subject to the control of the
legislature, limited only by constitutional restrictions. The school district
has been created for educational purposes.

B. The legislature has authority to prescribe the school district's powers and
privileges, its boundaries and territorial jurisdictions.

C. The school district has only the powers conferred on it by the
legislature; however, the school district’s authority to govern, manage,
and control the school district, to carry out its duties and
responsibilities, and to conduct the business of the school district
includes implied powers in addition to any specific powers granted by
the legislature.

. RELATIONSHIP TO OTHER ENTITIES
A. The school district is a separate legal entity.

B. The school district is coordinated with and not subordinate to the
counties in which it is situated.

C. The school district is not subservient to municipalities within its
territory.

IV. POWERS AND AUTHORITY OF THE SCHOOL DISTRICT

A. Funds
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The school district, through its School Board, has authority to
raise funds for the operation and maintenance of its schools, and
authority to manage and expend such funds, subject to applicable
law.

The school district has wide discretion over the expenditure of
funds under its control for public purposes, subject to the
limitations provided by law.

School district officials occupy a fiduciary position in the
management and expenditure of funds entrusted to them.

Raising Funds

The school district shall, within the limitations specified by law,
provide by levy of tax necessary funds for the conduct of schools,
payment of indebtedness, and all proper expenses.

The school district may issue bonds in accordance with the
provisions of Minnesota Statutes, chapter 475, or other applicable
law.

The school district has authority to accept gifts and donations for
school purposes, subject to applicable law.

Property

1.

The school district may acquire property for school purposes. It
may sell, exchange, or otherwise dispose of property which is no
longer needed for school purposes, subject to applicable law.

The school district shall manage its property in a manner
consistent with the educational functions of the district.

The school district may permit the use of its facilities for
community purposes which are not inconsistent with, nor
disruptive of, its educational mission.

School district officials hold school property as trustees for the
use and benefit of students, taxpayers and the community.

Contracts

The school district is empowered to enter into contracts in the
manner provided by law.
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The school district has authority to enter into installment
purchases and leases with an option to purchase, pursuant to
Minnesota Statutes, section 465.71 or other applicable law.

The school district has authority to make contracts with other
governmental agencies and units for the purchase, lease or other
acquisition of equipment, supplies, materials, or other property,
including real property.

The school district has authority to enter into employment
contracts. As a public employer, the school district, through its
designated representatives, shall meet and negotiate with public
employees in an appropriate bargaining unit and enter into
written collective bargaining agreements with such employees,
subject to applicable law.

E. Textbooks, Educational Materials, and Studies

The school district shall establish and apply the school curriculum.

I PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to clarify the name of the school district.

Il. GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

Pursuant to statute, the official name of the school district is Independent
School District No. 624. However, the school district is often referred to by
other informal names. In order to avoid confusion and to encourage consistency
in school district letterheads, signage, publications and other materials, the
School Board intends to establish a uniform name for the school district.

Il. UNIFORM NAME

A. The name of the school district shall be White Bear Lake Area Schools.

B. The name specified above may be used to refer to the school district and
may be shown on school district letterheads, sighage, publications and
other materials.

103 COMPLAINTS - STUDENTS, EMPLOYEES, PARENTS, OTHER PERSONS

PURPOSE

The school district takes seriously all concerns or complaints by students,
employees, parents or other persons. If a specific complaint procedure is
provided within any other policy of the school district, the specific procedure
shall be followed in reference to such a complaint. If a specific complaint
procedure is not provided, the purpose of this policy is to provide a procedure
that must be used.

GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

A.

Students, parents, employees, or other persons, may report concerns or
complaints to the school district. While written reports are encouraged,
a complaint may be made orally. Any employee receiving a complaint
shall advise the principal or immediate supervisor of the receipt of the
complaint. The supervisor shall make an initial determination as to the
seriousness of the complaint and whether the matter should be referred
to the Superintendent. A person may file a complaint at any level of the
school district; i.e., principal, Superintendent or School Board. However,
persons are encouraged to file a complaint at the building level when
appropriate.

Depending upon the nature and seriousness of the complaint, the
supervisor or other administrator receiving the complaint shall
determine the nature and scope of the investigation or follow-up
procedures. If the complaint involves serious allegations, the matter
shall promptly be referred to the Superintendent, who shall determine
whether an internal or external investigation should be conducted. In
either case, the Superintendent shall determine the nature and scope of
the investigation and designate the person responsible for investigation
or follow-up relating to the complaint. If the complaint involves
allegations regarding the Superintendent, the matter shall promptly be
referred to the School Board Chair and Director of Human Resources who
shall determine whether an internal or external investigation should be
conducted, the nature and scope of the investigation and designhate the
person responsible for the investigation or follow-up relating to the
complaint. The designated investigator shall ascertain details concerning
the complaint and respond promptly to the appropriate administrator
concerning the status or outcome of the matter.
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C. The appropriate administrator shall respond in writing to the
complaining party concerning the outcome of the investigation or
follow-up, including any appropriate action or corrective measure that
was taken. The Superintendent shall be copied on the correspondence
and consulted in advance of the written response when appropriate. The
response to the complaining party shall be consistent with the rights of
others pursuant to the applicable provisions of Minnesota Statutes
chapter 13 (Minnesota Government Data Practices Act) and other law.

203.6 CONSENT AGENDA

PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to allow the use of a consent agenda.

GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

In order for a more efficient administration of School Board meetings, the
School Board may elect to use a consent agenda for the passage of routine
items of a similar nature.

PROCEDURES

A.

The Superintendent, in consultation with the School Board Chair, may
place items on the consent agenda. By using a consent agenda, the
School Board has consented to the consideration of certain items as a
group under one motion. Should a consent agenda be used, an
appropriate amount of discussion time will be allowed to review any
item upon request.

Consent items are those which usually do not require discussion or
explanation prior to School Board action, are routine and/or similar in
content, or are those items which have already been discussed and/or
explained and do not require further discussion or explanation. Such
agenda items might include ministerial tasks such as, but not limited to,
the approval of the agenda, approval of previous minutes, approval of
bills, approval of reports, etc. These items might also include similar
groups of decisions such as, but not limited to, approval of staff
contracts, approval of maintenance details for the school district
buildings and grounds or approval of various schedules.

Items may shall be removed from the consent agenda upon a motion
timely request by an individual School Board member for independent
consideration. The motion to remove must be A request is timely if
made prior to the vote on the consent agenda. The motion request does
not requires a second, and must receive or a majority vote of by the
School Board. An item removed from the consent agenda will then be
discussed and acted on separately immediately following the
consideration of the remaining consent agenda.

D. Consent agenda items are approved in mass by one vote of the School
Board. The consent agenda items shall be separately recorded in the
minutes.
