Founded in 1593, Stonyhurst is the oldest 
Jesuit school in the world. Thanks to 
the development of teaching, boarding, 
sporting and recreational facilities, the 
school is strongly positioned to continue 
its long tradition of excellence.

The College was founded at St Omers in France in 
1593 to educate the sons of English Catholic families, 
at a time when Catholic education in England was 
prohibited.  Since its relocation to the North West 
of England in 1794, Stonyhurst has become the 
thriving co-educational establishment it is today.  
Stonyhurst College has a long history of nurturing 
men and women of individuality, generosity and 
service with the school’s educational philosophy 
rooted in the tradition of Jesuit education.  Catholic 
martyrs, war heroes, politicians, rebels, writers, 
scientists, and actors are numbered among the 
former pupils, a testimony to the capacity of a Jesuit 
education to foster individual gifts and talents.

We take particular pride in those former pupils who 
died for their Catholic faith, and in the seven former 
pupils awarded the Victoria Cross for outstanding 
bravery.  Our motto ‘Quant Je Puis’ (as much as I 
can) remains for us an over-arching principle.

Stonyhurst College nestles amid 
some of Lancashire’s most beautiful 
hills and valleys in the Ribble Valley, 

an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty in 
the North West of England.    

In an inspiring and peaceful 
location, the other major 
landowner in the region is King 
Charles III, through his Duchy 
of Lancaster.  Royal biographer 
Sarah Bradford revealed in her 
book, Elizabeth, that the late 
Queen Elizabeth II herself would 
have retired to the Ribble Valley if 
she could.  

At Stonyhurst, children can enjoy 
being children where they grow 
into outstanding young adults 
while benefitting from the 
wellbeing, safety, and happiness 
that comes with life in the 
countryside.  The school is based in a rural village 
in the Forest of Bowland called Hurst Green and is 
secured in a 1,000-acre enclosed campus.

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tonyhurst has a long tradition of welcoming 
international pupils. We have pupils from over thirty 
different nationalities around the world, who mix 
seamlessly with our British boarding community. 
Depending on their level of English, international pupils may integrate into 
Stonyhurst College either for a full secondary or sixth form experience or 
as a member of our International Language School immersion programme. 

Our immersion programmes allow pupils to have a full British boarding 
school experience alongside studying a curriculum which focuses primarily 
on the development of English language skills whilst providing an enriching 
cultural and spiritual experience. Pupils may choose a one, two or three 
term immersion experience.

Pupils applying for a place on one of our International Language School 
programmes usually have a level of English from A1 to B1 on the Cambridge 
CEFR scale (Common European Framework of Reference). Pupils with a 
higher competence in English may join our One-Year Diploma Programme, 
where they integrate into the full curriculum in their age-appropriate year 
group or, as the majority do, for two or more years.

Pastoral care at Stonyhurst is 
outstanding.

Pupils enjoy their time at Stonyhurst in a safe and 
nurturing environment, and we hope that they will look 
back fondly upon the many memories they will make 
here.

here are three International Language 
School cohorts: Lower School (ages 11-13); 
Middle School (ages 13-15); Upper School 
(ages 15-17). 
Pupils in each cohort have up to 20 lessons of English per week.  
English is taught by qualified EAL specialist teachers and is delivered 
through a thematic approach which takes advantage of our rich 
literary heritage at Stonyhurst and introduces the pupils to some 
of the many historical artefacts in the Stonyhurst Collections.

In addition to the study of English, pupils also study mathematics 
to ensure that their skills in this subject, which is such an important 
feature of education throughout the world, are maintained in 
preparation for their return to their home country’s education 
system.

As part of the International Language School experience, pupils 
will produce a project, written in English, which they will present 
at the end of their immersion programme to their teachers and 
peers. The projects focus on an area of individual interest linked to 
Stonyhurst, its history, culture or locality.

As the oldest continually active Jesuit School in the world, all 
pupils studying in the International Language School follow a 
Theology course, which introduces them to our rich Jesuit tradition 
and the Jesuit values which permeate all aspects of education at 
Stonyhurst. 

Pupils in the International Language School are fully integrated 
into the creative, active, pastoral and spiritual life of the College.

All pupils are assigned a personal tutor, who oversees their 
academic progress and pastoral welfare. 



International Language School pupils are integrated into tutor 
groups with pupils of a similar age who are studying on the full 
range of courses offered at Stonyhurst College, allowing for full 
immersion into College life.  As part of tutorial, International 
Language School pupils experience the same Personal, Social, 
Health and Careers education programme as all our pupils across 
the College.

International Language School pupils are likewise fully integrated 
into the College Games and activities programme.  They will 
participate in Games with pupils of their own age from across 
other programmes in the College at least three times per week 
and they will have access to the full range of after school activities.

At the end of their International Language School experience, 
pupils receive a Certificate of Achievement which details their level 
of English language competence, and their participation in the 
academic, pastoral, spiritual and co-curricular life at the College.

e introduce our STEAM 
curriculum from September 
2025 for Figures, Rudiments 
and Lower Grammar.  
STEAM education is a holistic, 
interdisciplinary approach to learning 
that combines science, technology, 
engineering, arts and mathematics. It 
harnesses the natural symbiosis between 
these disciplines to encourage creativity 
(problem-solving and critical thinking) 
and collaboration. The STEAM curriculum 
centralises these values by providing 
opportunities across the curriculum and 
co-curriculum to develop these skills 
through taught content, pedagogy, 
interdisciplinary projects, competitions, 
activities and our careers programme. 
The programme will include hands-on 
projects such as raft building, crafting 
rockets and designing greenhouses. It is 
rooted in our core principles of Quant 
Je Puis, Men and Women for Others and 
Academic Excellence.

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ur faith is at the 
centre of everything 
we do at Stonyhurst.

As a community, we seek to do 
everything Ad Maiorem Dei Gloriam 
(to the greater glory of God) so that 
our faith informs the high standards 
we strive to achieve from day to 
day.  The spiritual inspiration for our 
life at the College comes to us from 
St Ignatius Loyola, the founder of 
the Jesuits. 

In addition to young Catholics, we 
have young people here who belong 
to other Christian traditions, and 
other faiths, and we encourage all of 
them to play a full part in the spiritual 
life of the school.

Our chaplains meet with pupils 
formally and informally in the 
Emmaus Centre to support their 

spiritual development, and as a 
further strand of pastoral care.

A partnership 
with a Jesuit school in Zimbabwe, 
a link with a primary school in 
Liverpool and voluntary work in the 
local community are just a few of the 
activities which teach our pupils to 
think beyond themselves and to do 
all they can for others.

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Stonyhurst boarding is a 
home-from-home, with 
a friendly, lively, family 

atmosphere in a comfortable, 
informal, supportive environment.
Boarding at Stonyhurst is centred upon excellent 
pastoral care within a happy, well-ordered 
environment, in high-quality accommodation.  
Pupils attending the Language School board 
alongside all other pupils, rather than in a 
separate boarding arrangement and so will 
receive a fully integrated boarding experience.

Girls and boys sleep in separate areas and each 
pupil is cared for by their Houseparent and team.  
Figures (Year 7) and Rudiments (Year 8) boarders 
board at Stonyhurst St Mary’s Hall, in bedrooms 
with 3-5 peers of a similar age.  Where possible, 
we place boarders of similar background 
and interests together in their first term to 
help them to settle in, before a considered 
bedroom reshuffle at half term.  Figures and 
Rudiments boarders are escorted to the College 
in the morning for registration in the Aloysius 
House Playroom.

Lower Grammar (Year 9) and Grammar (Year 
10) boarders typically share rooms with 3-4 
other pupils.  In Syntax (Year 11), boarders 
usually share rooms with one other pupil, while 
Higher Line pupils (Year 12 and 13) have their 
own individual study bedrooms, some of which 
are ensuite.

Stonyhurst is very much a 7-day-a-week 
boarding school with a busy weekend activities 
programme: this includes visits to the cinema,

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theatre or sports events, or cultural 
excursions to places such as York or 
Liverpool. Everyone attends Mass 
in St Peter’s Church on Sunday 
morning.

Saturday evening events and 
weekend trips are held throughout 
the academic year to enable 
pupils to socialise and relax.  The 
atmosphere of friendship, respect 
and kindness is palpable, and pupils 
are encouraged to pursue their 
interests and ambitions both within 
and beyond the classroom.
