Course Selection Instructions 
Please follow the steps below carefully: 

1.​ Review the Graduation Requirements and 4-Year College Entrance Requirements. Complete or update your 
4-Year Plan.  These items can be found in the LHS Course Catalog and are included in this packet. 

2.​ Review the LHS Course Catalog for detailed information about available courses and general information about Lincoln High 
School.  Choose only those courses offered for your grade level, and check for prerequisites. 

3.​ Discuss possible course options and alternates with your parent/guardian and teachers. 
4.​ 11th grade students enroll in six  class periods, but have the option to enroll in seven classes.. 
5.​ Complete the Course Selection Worksheet (pg. 7) using your 4-Year Plan as a guide. 
6.​ Select courses that fulfill graduation requirements/college entrance requirements, and personal goals and 

interests. LHS offers a robust Visual & Performing Arts program and several CTE pathways.

8.​ Select alternates for electives and any required courses with multiple options. This is important because some 
classes may fill. Students who do not list alternates may be placed in any available class. 

9.​ Advanced Placement (AP) courses: Students enrolling in an AP class must complete the AP Acknowledgement 
Form (pg. 5). The form must be signed by both the student and a parent and turned in to LHS counselors during 
individual meetings. 

10.​Course registration in Aeries will begin February 25th during Trojan Time.

NOTES ON GRADUATION & COLLEGE REQUIREMENTS:  
●​ Students must earn a grade of D or above in each semester of a course to receive credit towards graduation. A 

grade of C or above is required for A-G Eligibility. 
●​ A grade of A in a regular class is a 4.0 GPA, a grade of A in an Honors or AP class is a 5.0 GPA. 
●​ LHS recommends a maximum of two Honors or AP classes per year.  
●​ In order to graduate from Lincoln High School, a student must have successfully completed a total of 230 credit 
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT (AP) 

General Information  
 
 
Advanced Placement Courses  
AP Courses are rigorous college level courses. Students should expect to be challenged with the topics and discussion.  In 
addition, there will be an increased workload as compared to other classes.  Students will need to devote additional time to 
studying and preparation for an AP course.  Students should discuss course selections with their families prior to meeting with 
their counselors during the spring registration meetings. AP courses are open enrollment and can be self-selected by students 
as long as the course prerequisites are met. Please check the LHS 2026-27 Course Catalog for more information. All students 
who enroll in AP courses are expected to complete the full year’s course of study and take the course AP exam in May 2027.

●​ College Credit - With qualifying AP Exam scores, you can earn credit, advanced placement or both at the 
majority of colleges and universities in the United States and Canada. Entering college with AP credits gives 
you time to move into upper-level courses in your field of interest, pursue a double major, or study/travel 
abroad.

AP Course Informational Meetings:  Students should attend the general AP informational session and AP course specific 
informational meetings.  The meeting dates and times will be published in the Student Bulletin and the LHS website. 
 
Summer Homework:  Summer homework is at the discretion of the teacher. Attending informational sessions will provide you 
with additional information about specific summer homework. 
  
AP Exam:  Students enrolled in this class are required to take the AP Exam given in May 2027.  The approximate cost of the 
exam is $100.  Fee waivers are available through the College Board to students who qualify for free or reduced lunch.  Students 
will be asked to make a donation to cover the cost of the exam during the fall of 2026, but a donation is not required.
