Dear Families of Winchester Public Schools,

School vaccinations are a requirement for school attendance in the state of Virginia. Per the
Code of Virginia § 22.1-271.2, no student shall be admitted by a school unless at the time of
admission the student or his parent submits documentary proof of immunization. There are
required school vaccinations for students in kindergarten, 7th, and 12th grades. In the event that
your child missed a required vaccination in any of the aforementioned grades, they will be
required to receive the missed vaccine(s). Please see the supplemental guidance and additional
resources that have been provided by the Virginia Department of Health below. The minimum
requirements for school vaccines are communicated by grade level.

Students entering kindergarten must also receive a comprehensive physical examination. For
additional kindergarten registration requirements, please visit our website:

Please be advised that if your child’s school does not receive documentation of your
child’s required vaccinations and/or physical examination prior to the first day of school,
they will be excluded from school attendance until this information has been received.

The Virginia Department of Health will be holding a Walk-In Vaccine Clinic on Friday, March
13th from 9am to 2pm at Frederick-Winchester Health Department located at 10 Baker Street.
This Clinic is available for all incoming 7th and 12th graders. Insurance Card and Vaccination
Records required.

If you cannot attend the Walk-In Clinic, vaccinations can be administered by your child’s
pediatrician or through an appointment with the Frederick/Winchester Health Department. To
make an appointment at the health department, please call (540) 722-3470.

Las vacunas escolares son un requisito para asistir a la escuela en el estado de Virginia. Segun
el Codigo de Virginia § 22.1-271.2, ninguna escuela admitira a ningun estudiante a menos que,
en el momento de la admisién, el estudiante o sus padres presenten un comprobante de
vacunacion. Hay vacunas escolares requeridas para los estudiantes de Kindergarten, 7°y 12°
grado. En el caso de que su hijo/a no haya recibido una de las vacunas requeridas en
cualquiera de los grados antes mencionados, se le requerira que reciba la(s) vacuna(s)
faltante(s). Consulte la guia complementaria y los recursos adicionales proporcionados por el
Departamento de Salud de Virginia a continuacién. Los requisitos minimos para las vacunas
escolares se comunican por nivel de grado.

Los estudiantes que ingresan al jardin de infantes(kindergarten) también deben recibir un
examen fisico completo antes de ingresar a la escuela primaria.Para conocer los requisitos
adicionales de inscripcion al jardin de infantes(kindergarten), visite nuestro sitio web:

Tenga en cuenta que si la escuela de su hijo/a no recibe la documentacién de las
vacunas requeridas y/o el examen fisico de su hijo antes del primer dia de clases, se
excluira de la asistencia a la escuela hasta que se haya recibido esta informacioén.

Se requieren tarjetas de seguro medico y
expediente de vacunas.

Si no puede asistir a la clinica sin cita previa, las vacunas pueden ser administradas por el
pediatra de su hijo o mediante una cita con el Departamento de Salud de Frederick/Winchester.
