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2026-27 BELL SCHEDULE: WHAT FAMILIES

NEED TO KNOW

Homewood-Flossmoor High School will
implement a new bell schedule for the 2026-27
school year designed to provide students with
deeper learning experiences, consistent
routines, and built-in academic support
throughout the week. The schedule reflects
HF's commitment to preparing students for
college, careers, and life after high school while |
supporting strong relationships between
students and teachers.

RED & WHITE DAY BLOCK SCHEDULE
Students will follow a rotating block schedule Monday through Thursday that
closely mirrors a college class schedule:

e Monday & Wednesday — Red Days: Blocks 1, 3, 5, and 7

e Tuesday & Thursday — White Days: Blocks 2, 4, 6, and 8
This structure reduces the number of classes students attend each day while
extending instructional time, allowing for deeper discussions, collaborative
learning, and hands-on projects.

LONGER BLOCKS FOR DEEPER LEARNING

Core academic blocks range from approximately 80 to 91 minutes, with the longest
block allowing time for morning announcements/VTV viewing. The current bell
schedule includes 70-minute classes three days a week and 56-minute classes the
other two days.

EXTENDED PERIODS OF THE NEW SCHEDULE PROVIDE OPPORTUNITIES FOR:
e Hands-on labs and project-based learning
e Fewer transitions between classes
e Stronger classroom discussions
e Real-world, Career Pathways-connected learning experiences
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2026-27 BELL SCHEDULE: WHAT FAMILIES
NEED TO KNOW

Teachers will also engage in professional learning to maximize the benefits of
longer instructional blocks.

LUNCH AND SKINNY CLASSES: BUILT-IN ACADEMIC SUPPORT

Within the midday blocks, students will have a 40-minute lunch period paired with
a “Skinny" class session opposite lunch. Students and families have shared that the
current 25-minute lunch periods are not long enough for students to get their
lunch, eat, and have a brain break in the middle of the day.

THE “SKINNY"” PERIOD, OPPOSITE OF LUNCH, IS INTENTIONAL AND
STRUCTURED TO HELP STUDENTS:

e Connect with teachers and ask questions

e Receive additional academic support before challenges grow

e Complete extended labs and long-term projects

e Access enrichment opportunities, including ACT preparation and college-credit

When used effectively, “skinny” periods can strengthen understanding, improve
grades, and reduce academic stress.

VIKING FRIDAY: WEEKLY ACADEMIC
CHECK-IN

Fridays will feature a unique Viking Friday
schedule, where all eight classes meet for
shorter periods.

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SCHOOL SAFETY: A SHARED RESPONSIBILITY

Keeping our school community safe is our most
important responsibility—and one we share
with each of you.

School safety is not just about doors, drills, or procedures. It is about relationships,
communication, and trust. We are safest when students, families, and staff work
together, concerns are reported, questions are welcomed, and students and staff
feel supported.

Our school takes a proactive, thoughtful approach to safety that emphasizes
prevention, preparedness, response, and recovery. This includes physical safety
measures as well as social-emotional and mental health supports for students.

SAFETY AUDIT

Since beginning as HF's Superintendent in July, safety has been one of Dr. Norrell's
top priorities. The Board of Education approved the implementation of a
comprehensive safety audit by a nationally recognized safety firm, including a
review of facilities, systems, staffing, policies, and procedures. That audit is currently
underway. HF will form a confidential stakeholder safety task force, as we make
addressing the findings a strategic priority. Stay tuned for more information on
that and how to directly share your safety comments or concerns.

School safety cannot rely on any one solution
alone. HF continues to invest in layered
supports, strong relationships, and clear
procedures to strengthen our campus. We
also need our community’s partnership.
