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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Can my parent/guardian forecast for me?
While we certainly want you to get their input, you must log in
under your own student account to register.

If I take a study hall, will I still be on track to graduate?

Yes! Sometimes it makes sense for a student fo take a study hall

fo offer extra fime fo organize, study efc. For graduation purposes
you need 206 credits. This allows for you to take up to four semester
long study halls during the course of your four years in high school.
Remember: Plan wisely. You do not get credit for study hall. To take
the maximum amount of study halls you must pass all your courses to
graduate. You may want to save a study hall as classes get harder
in subsequent years.

Can | take more than one Early Bird class?2 And when do they
meet again?

Unfortunately you cannot take more than one. Early Bird classes
meet from 7:00 - 7:50 A.M. every day except for Late Start days.

What if | want to take a summer course?

Forecast for the classes you would be taking without having

taken summer school. List your summer plans on the forecasting
worksheet and list the classes you would like to take upon successful
completion of the summer course as alternates. We will make
changes to your schedule after you complete your course.

What if | wasn't placed in an Honors level, but | think | should
be?

The Honor's Application process runs through February 26.

If you did not complete this process you can apply next year. If you
have placement questions talk to Mr. Mordhorst.

What if | was recommended for an Honors course and | don't
want to take a course at the Honors level?

If you and your parents decide that taking the honors course is not
in your best inferesf, you may forecast for the non-honors course and
you don't need a teacher recommendation.

Can | request a specific teacher or period for a class?
Unfortunately, due to larger scheduling issues, we cannot
accommodate such requests. You can request a study hall or Early
Bird Weight Training Class for a specific semester by indicating Fall
or Spring on your forecasting worksheet.

What if | decide to change a class next fall2

Since we base our master schedule on your requests, we will not

honor requests fo change unless there is a compelling reason (see
Schedule Change Policy). Level changes are determined with the

input of teachers, parents/guardians, student, and counselor.

Can | try a class to see how | do and then move a level?

No. We encourage you to make thoughtful decisions about

your classes in consideration of your abilities, goals, graduation
requirements, and activiies beyond the classroom. Please take this
time to have discussions with your parents, current teachers, and
your counselor.

What happens if | turn in my forecasting late?
You put yourself af risk of not getting into your first choice elective
courses.

What is the approval process to take more than three AP/Honors

Courses?

Students looking to take more than three Honors /AP courses

concurrently in one semester must request approval from the

Approval Committee. To request approval a student must:

*  Wirite a short explanation on why each Honors/AP course fifs
info their goals for post high school plans. Additionally, please
speak to how you will cope with the increase of academic
rigor and fime required for these courses and what resources
will you rely upon fo be successful.

*  Complete the Healthy and Balanced Worksheet

* Have parent permission.

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OREGON AND WASHINGTON
PUBLIC UNIVERSITIES

During the forecasting process it is important to choose courses fo
meet Central Catholic’s graduation requirements. It is also important
fo plan ahead and look at possible college choices and their
admission criteria.

Most Oregon public universities instituted a minimum grade
requirement of C- or better in the core subjects listed below.

* Ifyou have received lower than a C- in one of the core subject
areas listed and you are inferested in the possibility of attending
an Oregon public university, you may need to retake a course.

Please talk to your counselor to review your options.

Washington public universities have similar subject requirements,
their minimum grade requirement continues fo be a D- or better.

Core subject requirements for most Oregon and Washington
public universities:

* 4 years of English

* 3 years of Mathematics including Algebra | and Algebra |l
(or equivalent) or higher

* 3 years of Science

* 3 years of Social Studies

* 2 years of the same World Llanguage

PUBLIC UNIVERSITIES
IN CALIFORNIA

The California State University system has 23 campuses and the
University of California system has @ campuses. Applicants must
meet the following standards fo be considered for admission. A
grade of C or better in the following core subjects (categorized
as A-G subjects) is required for California State Universities and
University of California schools:

* 2 years of History and Social Science (including 1 year of
U.S. History or 1 semester of U.S. History and 1 semester of
Civics or American government AND 1 year of social science)

* 4 years of English

* 3 years of Math (4 years sfrongly recommended) including
Algebra |, Geometry, Algebra II, or higher mathematics

* 2 years of Llaboratory Science (including 1 Biological
Science and 1 Physical Science)

* 2 years of (the same) Language other than English

* 1 year of the same Visual and Performing Arts (dance, drama
or theater, music, or visual art).

* College Preparatory Elective (chosen from the subjects listed
above)

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STAYING HEALTHY AND BALANCED

In an effort to guide and direct students in making healthy and
balanced choices regarding their time and commitments, all
students are required to complete the following chart and submit it
with their course requests. This is a guideline and requires individual
discernment. Class loads will vary depending on factors that this
chart cannot measure (i.e. how long a particular student may take
fo master concepts and content.] While impossible to factor in all
variables for every student, the following scale was built around the
following assumptions regarding time.

24 hours in a day

* 8 hours of sleep (research says minimum 9)

* 8 hours of school, including average fravel time
(7:30 A.m.~ 3:30 p.M.)

* 1 hour for dinner, time with family, chores

* 1 hour of "mental health time"
(relaxation, social media, time with friends, TV)

e 6 hours remain for homework and other commitments/
interests

Using the score guide:
Variable scores are based on the rigor or amount of time needed
for the class/activity.

Time Needed for Activity/Job/Club Sport:

Less than an hour a week: .5 points
1-2 hours a week: 1 point

3-4 hours a week: 2 points
4-5 hours a week: 3 points
b+ hours a week: 4 points

Example scores:

Honors Physics: 4 points
AP Physics: 5 points
Theater Supporting Role: 2 points
Theater Lead Role: 4 points
Activity Math Club: .5 poinfs
Activity Robotics: 4 points
Activity Pep Band: 2-3 points
