2. Your child has a healthy BREAKFAST each day of testing.  This gives your child a nutritional foundation to help them 
endure throughout the day.  School breakfasts are available each school day at 7:45 am in our school cafeteria at no 
charge to all students. 
 

3. Your child gets a good night’s SLEEP each night before a day of testing.  A well-rested mind is sharp, ready to focus, and 
better prepared to face intellectual demands during extended testing.   
 

4. Your child’s Chromebook is fully charged and READY to use each test day.  Be sure to send the charging cord, too.  If 
your child has a personal pair of ear buds or headphones that they like, you are welcome to send them along.  You can 
help by putting their name on them.  However, we have plenty of headphones for students to use if needed. 

 
We 
appreciate all that you do for your child each day, and we look forward to a great testing season where our students show 
off all that they have learned this year!
