Course Descriptions

\What is Leadership?

IThis program gives students a clear and organized way to build their leadership skills. Students learn important skills like
teamwork, problem-solving, communication, mediation, and leading groups. As they grow in these areas, they help make
Marce Herz Middle School a safer and more positive place by planning and leading school activities and programs. Leadership
is an elective class held during the school day, but it also requires some time outside of school. Students chosen for the
program are expected to act as leaders and always be positive role models. In addition, Leadership students must agree to
outside and internal media release.

What is Yearbook?

lYearbook is a class where students create the school’s annual yearbook. At Marce Herz Middle School, the yearbook staff is
called Talon. As a Talon staff member, students learn skills like writing, photography, design, technology, teamwork,
organization, and leadership.

IThe staff is made up of 7th and 8th graders who follow the Marce Herz RISE values. Because the yearbook captures memories
from the school year, students must help promote MHMS and its activities. Much of the class time is spent working
independently on tasks like interviewing, writing stories, taking photos, and designing pages. Students must be responsible,
self-motivated, and meet deadlines.

IYearbook is a special opportunity, but it also comes with extra responsibilities. Staff members are expected to:

e Plan and design yearbook pages.

e Write stories and choose photos that match the theme.

e Edit writing, captions, headlines, and check name spelling.

o  Work well with others.

e Meetdeadlines and make sure pages are accurate.

e Attend school and after-school events as photographers or reporters.
