
NORTHERN LEHIGH LOCAL SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATIONS 
1. Duane J. Lucien Scholarship – Need to include with the (student & parent) signed application 
your high school transcript, copy of acceptance letter to college, letter of recommendation, and 
essay. 
Criteria:   
All seniors are eligible to apply 
 
2. Greater Northern Lehigh Chamber of Commerce Scholarship – Need (student & parent) 
signed application. 
Criteria:   

● Must reside in one of the following municipalities: Slatington Borough, Walnutport 
Borough, or Washington Township 

● A 2026 graduating senior 
● "C" grade average or better (2.00 GPA or higher) 
● Plan to use funds to continue education with a business-related major or to transition 

into a career requiring vocational tools or equipment 
● Clean school record with no disciplinary infractions  
● Extra-curricular activities, work and/or volunteer experience 

 
3. Northern Lehigh High School Scholarship Application – Contains Northern Lehigh (multiple 
scholarships) and the Ann Bernard Memorial Scholarship.  The last page of the application must 
be signed by parent and student. 
Criteria: 
"C" grade average or better (2.00 GPA or higher) 
 
4. Northern Lehigh Educational Foundation Future Educators Scholarship – Need to include 
with the student signed application an essay and letter of recommendation. 
Criteria: 
Future Educators Scholarship, a one-time award of $2,500, to support a graduating senior who 
plans to pursue a career in education. Eligible career paths include teaching, school counseling, 
speech-language pathology, school psychology, or other professional-level roles serving pre-K 
to 12 students. 
 
5. Northern Lehigh Educational Foundation Skilled Trades Scholarship – Need to include with 
the student signed application a brief statement on how you would use this scholarship and 
letter of recommendation. 
Criteria: 
Skilled Trades Scholarship, a one-time award of $2,500, to support a graduating senior who 
plans to attend a trade school or apprenticeship program in pursuit of a career in the skilled 
trades.  Eligible career fields include (but are not limited to) welding, electrical work, plumbing, 
HVAC, and automotive repair.  

 



6.  Northern Lehigh Little Theatre Association Scholarship – Complete & (student) sign 
application.  (Must be a member of NL Little Theatre) 
 
7. Northern Lehigh Pastoral Association – Need to include with the (student, parent, & pastor) 
signed application a ONE-page essay, letter of recommendation from your pastor, and any 
financial info. that will help determine your need (tuition, room & board, expected family 
contribution). 
Criteria: 
● A positive pattern of faith and service in the church. 
● A life that exemplifies high moral values and ethical standards.   
● Well-rounded (includes scholastic, extracurricular, church, and community activities). 
● To a lesser degree, financial need. 

 
8. Northern Lehigh Youth Athletic Association – Need a letter of intent submitted. 
Criteria: 
Must have played & volunteered with NLYAA sports/activities  
 
9. Rentschler Automotive Technician Scholarship – Completed application  
Criteria: 
Seniors majoring in automotive technology when attending college/trade school 
 
10. Rentschler General Scholarship – Completed application 
Criteria:  
Available for all seniors 
 
11. Rotary Club of Slatington Scholarships (6 total) – Need to include with the (student & 
parent) signed application an essay (see essay requirement on the application). 
Criteria: 
 1.  Alan M. Kush Scholarship – student majoring in Education 
 2.  Donald P. Jones Scholarship – student majoring in the Arts 
 3.  Ronald Williams Scholarship – student majoring in Leadership or related curriculum 

4.  LCTI student (Nick Smith Scholarship) – student pursuing a Trade for woodworking, 
carpentry, or building trades 
5.  LCTI students (2 Scholarships) – must be attending LCTI 

 
12. Slatington Lions Club Scholarship – Completed (student & parent) signed application 
Criteria: 
Available to all seniors

(parent) signed application proof of acceptance to college and a paragraph explaining your 
plans for higher education and career. 
Criteria: 
Available to seniors living in Washington Township (not Slatington or Walnutport Borough) 
 
15. Wotring/Williams Scholarships (2 Scholarships) – Completed and signed application 
(student & parent) 
 
Criteria:  
Seniors who apply will be considered for both scholarships if they meet the criteria 
Wotring 

● Student must be a son or daughter of an American Citizen 
● Student must be planning on attending a four-year accredited school in the United 

States or planning on attending an accredited community college and enrolled in a 
program that will be transferable to a 4-year accredited school        

● Student must exhibit financial need (may be asked to provide proof of financial need)

● Student must exhibit financial need 
● Student must have at least a B- (2.66) GPA through high school 
● Student must be in pursuit of an Associate Degree, Bachelor Degree or a post-secondary 

diploma program (ex. Nursing) during the fall following June graduation
