All students who reside within the School District of Janesville’s resident boundaries or are open  
enrolled in the district’s P4J—12th Grade programs are eligible to participate in Summer School. 
 

Non-resident families may enroll their children on a tuition basis.  For non-resident fee information, 
please see our “FEES” section.  Enrollment for non-resident families will begin two weeks after the ini-
tial enrollment date for resident students. 
 

FEES 
Enrollment for resident students is free.  The non-resident fee is $150 per student (not per course).

If coursework is not completed in time, no 
credit will be given. Student work must be completed at school  and cannot be completed off-campus.  
 
SUPERVISION 
Elementary and middle school program hours are 8:00-11:30 am for all courses (unless otherwise stated).  
Supervision before and after these hours is not provided by the School District of Janesville.  Students should 
not arrive prior to 8:00 am and must be picked up from the school no later than 11:30 am.  As a general rule, 
student guests are not permitted to attend the School District of Janesville Summer School program.  Par-
ents/guardians must sign in at the school office and wear a visitor badge during their visit.
