Mr. Morales commented and congratulated Coach Barfield on the positive impact he has had on families throughout his 
time in this role.  

Coach Barfield thanked the Board of Education for this recognition and shared his passion for coaching and the sport. 
He recognized his team in attendance, who are well-rounded students.  

Mrs. Lopez congratulated Coach Barfield on the positive impact he has had on generations of students, and she hopes 
this passion will be shared with other sports programs.

Budget.

Highlights of the Presentation included:

Mrs. Lopez recommended that the discussion focus on actions the District can take to maintain budget stability. She 
referenced average daily attendance (ADA) and discussed the importance of identifying ways to increase student 
attendance despite the various factors that may affect it. 

Dr. Castro raised questions regarding the impact of budget changes on staff and emphasized the importance of 
reviewing current contracts to ensure alignment with student outcomes and achievement. Dr. Castro also suggested 
exploring attendance recovery campaigns, including school visits, as a possible strategy to support increased ADA. In 
addition, Dr. Castro asked whether data is available to identify the reasons students are not attending school. 

Mr. Del Real-Calleros clarified that the current attendance recovery program is voluntary. He asked whether there are 
actions the state could take to help alleviate the District’s funding and budget challenges. He also emphasized the 
importance of student attendance while acknowledging the various factors that may contribute to absenteeism.

Mr. Del Real-Calleros, highlighted his attendance at the Tacos and Tunes event at Firebaugh High School and wished 
students good luck on the ELPAC test.

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Rationale

Staff request approval to enter into a services agreement with Architects MSP for architectural
and engineering services for the new parking lot and lunch canopy project at Lincoln Elementary
School.

The project includes the construction of a new parking lot at the southwest corner of the campus
in the area currently occupied by existing portable classrooms, and the installation of a new lunch
shelter canopy to replace the existing temporary shade structure that was installed as part of the
District's response to the COVID-19 pandemic. This project will also include the modernization of
two existing student restrooms.

The new parking lot will improve site circulation, increase on-campus parking capacity, and
reduce congestion during peak hours. The replacement lunch shelter canopy will provide
enhanced weather protection and create a more comfortable environment for students during
meal periods.

Services will include, but are not limited to:

Field investigation of existing conditions
Schematic design and estimates of possible construction cost
Design development and the development of construction documents
Civil grading, electrical, and structural designs
Topographic survey and underground utility detection survey  
Landscape design in adjacent area
DSA review and approval
Bidding assistance and construction observation

Architects MSP has proposed an architectural and engineering fee of $123,800.00 based on
the initial Rough Order of Magnitude (ROM) construction cost estimate.

Reimbursable cost for the topographic survey, in the amount of $10,000.00, is in addition to
the proposed fee.

Total fee for the services is not to exceed $133,800.00.

This work will be funded using Measure N.

LYNWOOD CHAPTER 116 ("CSEA") 

Re: Eligibility for Retroactive Schedule Payments - Retirees and Separated Employees 
Article VIII - Pay and Allowances 

February 17, 2026 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, the District and CSEA reached a Tentative Agreement dated December 12, 2025, 
including Article VIII - Pay and Allowances, which provides for on-schedule salary schedule 
adjustments effective July 1, 2024 and July 1, 2025, among other compensation items; and 

WHEREAS, the Tentative Agreement includes the following eligibility language regarding 
retroactive schedule payments: 

"To be eligible for all retroactive schedule payments, the bargaining unit 
employee must have been employed during the 2025-2026 school year and be 
actively employed on the date the Tentative Agreement is signed. "

WHEREAS, the District has provided, or intends to provide, retroactive schedule payments in 
connection with similar salary schedule adjustments to retirees and separated employees in other 
bargaining units; and 

WHEREAS, consistent with the District's desire to treat similarly situated employees equitably, 
and in recognition of the parties' labor-management partnership, the District wishes to extend 
comparable treatment to CSEA-represented employees who retired or otherwise separated from 
District service on or after July 1, 2024; and 

WHEREAS, the parties agree that this MOU is a one-time, non-precedential agreement and does 
not create any continuing obligation, or automatic reopener; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants below, the parties agree as 
follows: 

1. Purpose

The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding ("MOU") is to amend and clarify eligibility
for retroactive schedule payments due under Article VIII - Pay and Allowances so that
bargaining unit employees who retire or otherwise separate from District service on or after July

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All retroactive schedule payments are subject to required withholdings and deductions. The 
District will report compensation, as applicable, to CalPERS and/or other retirement systems 
consistent with law and applicable reporting requirements. 

7. No Other Changes 

Except as expressly modified by this MOU, all other terms of the Tentative Agreement and/or 
the parties' collective bargaining agreement remain unchanged and in full force and effect. 

8. Effectiveness; Term 

This MOU is contingent upon any required Board of Education approval and CSEA 610 policy 
ratification. This MOU shall become effective upon execution by the authorized representatives 
of the District and CSEA and shall remain in effect through completion of the retroactive 
schedule payments described herein, unless extended by mutual written agreement. 

9. Entire Understanding 

This MOU constitutes the entire understanding of the parties regarding the subject matter 
addressed herein and may be modified only by a written agreement signed by authorized 
representatives of both parties.

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DOLORES HUERTA DAY 
RESOLUTION NO. 25-26/47 

To Honor the Life and Legacy of Dolores Huerta and 
Declare April 10, 2026, as Dolores Huerta Day. 

WHEREAS, the Lynwood Unified School District, the model urban school district promotes the inclusion 
of all voices in our community through equity, access and justice and acknowledges civil rights leaders 
whose work directly impacts our student populations; and 

WHEREAS, the Lynwood Unified School District provides direct services to school-age migrant 
students within our community. The Migrant Education Program (MEP) is designed to support high 
quality and comprehensive educational programs for migrant children to help reduce the educational 
disruption and other issues that result from repeated moves; and 

WHEREAS, the Lynwood Unified School District serves a student population where 94.1% of students 
are of Latino/Hispanic origin, 4.7% are African American and 1.2% are Asian Pacific American and or 
Caucasian resulting in a rich diverse community; and 

WHEREAS, the Lynwood Unified School District serves a community challenged by historic 
inequalities; serving students that qualify for 98% free and reduced lunch; and 

WHEREAS, in an effort to help propel our students to reach their highest potential, it is essential that 
students see themselves, as in people that look like them, reflected in leaders who have impacted and 
changed history for the betterment of their communities by fighting against injustices, such as racism, 
poverty, gender discrimination and the likes; and 

WHEREAS, the Lynwood Unified School District Celebrates the life of Dolores Clara Fernandez 
Huerta, born on April 10, 1930, in Dawson, New Mexico, the daughter of Juan and Alicia Fernandez; 
and 

WHEREAS, Dolores Huerta became a school teacher in Stockton, California and became conscious of 
the need for economic justice through seeing her students come to school barefoot and hungry; and 

WHEREAS, during the 1950s, Huerta met legendary community organizer Fred Ross, Sr. and found 
her calling as an organizer serving in the leadership of the Stockton Community Service Organization 
(CSO), during which time she set up voter registration drives, pressed local governments for barrio 
improvements; and founded the Agricultural Workers Association (AWA); and 

WHEREAS, Dolores Huerta is an American Labor leader and civil rights activist, is co-founder of the 
National Farmworkers Association, which later became the United Farm Workers. Their work protected 
the rights of marginalized communities such as farmworkers, and sought workers protection for them 
from pesticide use, and immigration reform; and 
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WHEREAS, Dolores Huerta’s famed lobbying efforts were crucial in securing Aide for Families with 
Dependent Children (AFDC), disability insurance for farm workers in the State of California in 1963; and 
 
WHEREAS, Dolores Huerta coined the phrase “Si Se Puede” or “Yes We Can”, which was used to 
inspire and empower farmworkers, who were predominantly Mexican or of Mexican descent and other 
groups to fight for the changes they needed to see in their communities to thrive; and 
 
WHEREAS, Dolores Huerta’s advocacy and organization contributed to voter registration reforms in 
California and the Immigration Reform Act in 1986; and 
 
WHEREAS, Dolores Huerta is the most prominent Mexican-American female labor leader in the United 
States; and 
 
WHEREAS, Dolores Huerta, as a Mexican American woman fosters strength and a sense of belonging 
and acceptance for other women who may feel marginalized and not seen as valued members of 
society; and 
 
WHEREAS, for over 60 years beginning in the 1960s, Huerta lobbied in Sacramento and Washington 
D.C., organized field strikes, directed UFW boycotts, led farm worker campaigns for political 
candidates, negotiated the first UFW labor contracts; unprecedented at the time, and has played a 
major role in the American civil rights movement; and 
 
WHEREAS, in 2002 Dolores Huerta founded the Dolores Huerta Foundation, which recruits and 
empowers grassroots leaders in low-income communities to attain social justice by organizing volunteer 
organizations called Vecinos Unidos (United Neighborhoods) to work on issues in education, health, 
the environment, civic engagement and economic development; and 
 
WHEREAS, on July 18, 2018 Governor Jerry Brown signed Assembly Bill 2644, introduced by 
Assembly member Eloise Reyes (AD-47); designating April 10th as Dolores Huerta Day; and 
 
WHEREAS, Assembly Bill 2644 adds Section 37222.20 to the Education Code, stating “On Dolores 
Huerta Day, all public schools and educational institutions are encouraged to conduct exercises 
remembering the life of Dolores Huerta, recognizing her accomplishments, and familiarizing pupils with 
the contributions she made to this state”; and 
 
WHEREAS, Dolores Huerta has received numerous awards, among them the California State Senate’s 
Outstanding Labor Leader Award, the ACLU Roger Baldwin Medal of Liberty Award, the Eugene V. 
Debs Foundation Outstanding American Award, the Ellis Island Medal of Freedom Award, the 
Consumer’s Union Trumpeter’s Award, Ms. Magazine’s “Woman of the Year” for 1998, the Eleanor 
Roosevelt Human Rights Award from President Clinton in 1998; and 
 
WHEREAS, Dolores Huerta was inducted into the National Women’s Hall of Fame in 1993, and served 
on the Board of Regents of the University of California; and  
 
WHEREAS, in 2012, President Obama presented Huerta the Medal of Freedom, the highest civilian 
award in the United States. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that all members of the Lynwood Unified School District are 
encouraged to teach about the life, struggles, and achievements of Dolores Huerta and to conduct 
celebrations in her honor as a powerful force for social justice and empowerment for all.
