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Air Brakes Test

* Failure to explain and demonstrate (perform) all 4 parts of air brake check correctly will result in an
automatic failure of the CDL Vehicle inspection. Sit down and connect your seatbelt.
1. Air Gauge and Governor Cut-Off Check

~eN Chock the wheels, start the vehicle and inspect that the air gauge is working and
- builds the air pressure to govemnor cutoff between 120 to 140 psl.

s Identify that the vehicle recched out off pressure between 120 to 140 psl.
2.Air Leakage Rote Test

Shut off the engine, return the key to the ON position, release the parking and fully apply the
foot brake

Once the air gauge has stabilized, hold the foot brake down for 1 minute, Inspect the air
gauge to see if the air pressure drops more than 3 pslin 1 minute. (fime yourself)

identify that it did not lose more than 3 psi. in that 1 minute
3.Air Warning Devices Test

Begin pumping down the foot brake until the low air waming buzzer and light activate. They
should activate before the air pressure drops below 55 psi

Identify that it did not drop below 55 psi.
4.Emergency Brake Test

Continue to pump down the oir pressure. The porking brake (or emergency brake) vaive
should pop out between 20 psi and 45 psi.

identify that it popped out between 20 to 45 psi.
(start the bus and build up the air pressure})
5. Parking brake check

With the Parkin%brake activated shill info drive and accelerate slightly, The bus should
not move and the parking brake should hold in place

Identify that the bus did not move
6. Service brake check
Accelerate to 5 mph and apply foot brake. The bus should stap immediately,
and should not pull to either side.
Identify that it stopped immediately and didn'’t pull to etther side
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ABS light is working properly ( ABS light will
come on as soon as start the bus, then go
off within a few seconds)

START THE BUS (if it’s not already running)

» Seatbelt Cutter — Present on the bus
next to the seat, secure on the bus

* Fire extinguisher — Fully charged, pinned,
arrow in green, securely mounted and
has a current inspection tag on it

» Registration and Insurance Card = It is
accessible and current




Windshield & Traffic
Monitoring Devices &
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* Windshield- windshield is clean, not broken,

not cracked with no obstructions except for an |
inspection sticker

* Traffic Monitoring Devices- If equipped,
inspect that rear, front and side view
monitoring devices (mirrors) or cameras are
viewable from inside, adjusted to you, clean,
not broken, not cracked and in good cking
condition and working condition. Video
display( of the camera) must be operable and
adjusted for viewing (like backup camera).
There are other camera traffic monitoring devices

» Student mirror & Sun Visor - Clean, not
broken or cracked and is secure

» Accelerator and brake pedals - good
condition and are secure

» Steering Wheel - no more than 2" of play
on 20" wheel. Keep both hands on the
wheel at all times while driving

* Horn - working properly {apply}




Inside the Bus

Key must still be to the “on” position to hear the buzzer
activate when you open an emergency exit and the
rear door.

Aisle- Unobstructed, secure and good condition

Seats & Seat Frames- (pull on each one while going
towards the back of the bus) Not damaged or ripped
and secure

Emergency windows — Clearly labeled, opens freely,
buzzer sounds when opened, no damage to windows.

Emergency roof hatches — Explain how the hatches are
Ic);?)erlme(cji, buzzer sounds when opened, and clearly
abeled.

Dome lights - Not broken or cracked and in working
condition.

Rear Emergency door - Secure, clearly labeled, the red
light above the door is on. When door is opened buzzer
sounds.
