We have a great deal of information to give you regarding graduation activities, and we know you must have many questions. Please read this
memo, and we hope that most of your questions will be answered. All graduation related information can be found in the Student Life
section of the Red Bank Catholic website.

BACCALAUREATE/COMMENCEMENT

This year the Baccalaureate Mass will be held at St. Mary’s Parish, 19 Cherry Tree Farm Road, Middletown Township at 7:30p.m. on
May 28" with Commencement being held the following day on May 29" at the OceanFirst Bank Center Arena at Monmouth
University beginning at 10:00a.m.

TICKETS
There will be no tickets for Mass. Seating is limited and first come first serve at St. Mary’s. Ushers will help to facilitate seating.

Tickets will provide access for the Commencement event at Monmouth University. Each senior will receive 8 tickets which will be
distributed to students on May 27" at graduation practice. There are no extra tickets. If you would like to try and gain more tickets
for your group, we would suggest asking other families who do not need all of their tickets.

ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF SCHOLARSHIPS OR GRANTS, SPECIAL AWARDS

Each year for Commencement we list the name of scholarship/special award recipients. This does not apply to loans. In order for the
achievements to be recognized, we ask that you bring proof of the award to Mrs. Brendel in the Guidance Office. The staff will
make a copy of the document and return the original to you. The absolute deadline for submitting proof is Friday, May 8" to allow
for program printing deadlines. After May 8" any scholarship/special awards will not be recognized in the graduation ceremony
program.

ATTENDANCE AT PRACTICE
May 27™ is the only scheduled practice date for Commencement. Practice is mandatory for all seniors, as is participation in
Baccalaureate Mass and Commencement. On May 27", the students must report to Monmouth University for practice at 11:00am.
Do not schedule any appointments, college testing, or work commitments that would interfere with the practice on May 27" or the
events on May 28" and May 29",

CAPS and GOWNS
Cap and gown distribution is scheduled for May 26™at 8:30am. National Honor Society members will get their stole from Mrs. Carton
or Mrs. Prior personally. All debts must be paid before the cap and gown will be given to the senior. The gowns will need to be
ironed thoroughly. Please try the gown on the day you receive it. Also, double check that you have a tassel with your cap. *Students
are not permitted to decorate their caps. In case of a problem, see Mrs. Mercer as soon as possible.
Gowns *only* will be worn for Baccalaureate Mass. Caps and gowns will be worn for Ceremony.

Boys:  white dress shirt; solid tie (no stripes, pattern); dark dress trousers; dark socks; well-polished dress shoes; hair well-groomed

and above shirt collar; face clean-shaven: no earrings or other piercings. no gum.
