Seating and Entrance Information

e Parking is limited in the Oakmont parking lot — we encourage you to carpool with other guests and/or
graduates.
Graduates are issued 9 tickets (5 VIP and 4 General Admission). We do not have extra tickets available.

e Gates will open at 5:45pm for guest seating.

e Please have wristbands on prior to getting in a gate line. Wristbands must be worn on wrists at all times
while in the graduation/quad area.

e All guests 3 years and older must have a wristband/ticket. Guests under the age of 3 years without a
wristband must sit on a guest’s lap. There are no exceptions to this rule.

e Guests are allowed re-entry with a wristband, but are discouraged as the lines to re-enter may be long.
Guests are asked to stay in their seats during the ceremony. Standing can block the view of other guests.
We will have a professional photographer for the ceremony and you can purchase photos of your
graduate. Please be respectful of all guests.

e The cafeteria will be open with the A/C on, chairs, and a live video feed of the ceremony. All guests are
welcome to use this area. Wristbands are required in this area.

Permitted and Non Permitted Items

® No alcohol or tobacco (including vapor pens and e-cigs) are allowed on Oakmont campus at any time.

® Guests are allowed to bring their own individual drinks, but no ice chests or thermoses are allowed.
Water will be sold for $1 a bottle at the graduation ceremony.

® Flowers are allowed (to give to graduates post-ceremony). Graduates are not allowed to carry or wear
flowers or other objects during the ceremony (please see graduate instructions for attire).

e No dangerous objects, noisemakers, signs/posters or balloons are allowed in the quad - there will not be a
storage area for these objects - please leave them in your car.

e Personal umbrellas are allowed until 6:35pm when they need to be stowed away for the ceremony.
No disruptions of any kind are allowed. Please follow the directions and requests of staff members.
Safety of all guests and graduates as well as keeping the ceremony formal is a priority.

Other Information
® Prior to and after the ceremony, only graduates will be allowed in the gym building. Graduates will be
escorted to the gym at the end of the ceremony so they can pick up their diplomas.
® Please arrange a meeting area post-ceremony either in the quad, front of the school or at your vehicle
prior to this evening.
When the gates open there will be live musical performances by our band and seniors.
