When Services Require Referrals

How referrals happen:
• Teachers, parents, or students can submit referral forms (online)

• Counselors review referrals within 72 hours (non-emergency cases)

Examples of referral needs:
• Student experiencing repeated conflict with peers

• Concerns about anxiety or depression impacting learning

• Academic struggles needing targeted intervention

• Family support needs (food, housing, mental health services)

Note: Emergency cases = direct contact with counselor or administrator 

immediately.

Parent Consent (“Opt-In”) for Counseling Services

Tennessee law requires parental consent for ongoing or planned counseling 

sessions not related to immediate emergencies.

Parents will be given:

•An explanation of the counseling service

•A chance to review the content/lessons

•An Opt-In form to sign before services begin

How we ensure compliance:

•Consent forms shared in advance for small group/individual counseling

•Parents notified of curriculum, lessons, and surveys/assessments used in class

•Emergency/short-term support still available when safety is at risk
