With quarter three coming to 
a close, the end-of-year events are 
picking up. For seniors, specifically 
this time of year is packed with fun 
activities.

For some seniors, the semester 
has been even busier.

“The goal

The students went to Los Angeles 
to participate in the Student Power 
Summit, hosted by Learning 
InspirED. 

“The student power summit was 
a conference that Learning InspirED 
was the non-profit sponsor of. It was a 
conference that had student agency at 
the center of it,” Vescelius said. 

The summit gave students more 
opportunities to express their point of 
view of education to more people. 

“The motive behind the trip was to 
give students a voice and to give them 

a platform to share their ideas about 
how education should be changed,” 
Vescelius said.

Club members were not only able 
to be included but became the center 
of conversations regarding education 
policies.

“One of the benefits of attending 
the summit is that we were able to add 
a student perspective to conversations 
about education that have often 
excluded students. We also had the 
opportunity to meet and learn from 
teachers and students from around 
the country,” Banta said.

In addition to the summit, the 
club gave students the opportunity 

to discuss education 
with adults on a local 
level and understand 
the purpose behind 
decisions that were 
being made. 

“The Ohio 
Department of 
Education came to 
talk to them and they 
were able to express 
their viewpoints 
on changes that 
Ohio should be 

examining,” Vescelius said. 
This allowed students to examine 

the reasoning behind policies that 
affect students throughout their 
school day.

“We were able to meet with 
the leaders behind the phone 
policy implementation. Hearing 
their perspective helped me better 
understand why the policy is in place,” 
Banta said.  

The first year of the Learner 
Agency Club was successful as the 
members who visited Los Angeles 
were asked to speak four additional 
times upon their return as well as 
write an article that will be read at a 
national level.

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PIONEER PRIDE TICKETS
the school recognizes good behavior

At Orange, students who 
demonstrate kindness, responsibility 
or helpful behavior might receive 
something small, but meaningful, 
from their teachers: a Pioneer Pride 
ticket. The Pioneer Pride tickets are 
designed to recognize students who go 
above and beyond in showing strong 
character throughout the school day. 

“Students can get tickets when 
they show ‘exemplary character’ 
that a teacher chooses to recognize,” 
Science Teacher Kevin Jamieson said.  
When teachers notice students doing 
something positive, they can reward 
them with a ticket that allows them to 
gain a reward.

“When a student gets one, they are 
supposed to turn it into the main office 
for a chance to get a prize,” Jamieson 
said.

The prizes are small but are meant 
to be fun rewards for students who 
demonstrate positive behavior. 

“Students might win small rewards 
like school merchandise or snacks,” 
Social Studies and Sociology Teacher 
Leslie Hosgood said.

Teachers see the program as a way 
to highlight students’ good behavior 
instead of focusing on discipline. 

“Our admin is trying to promote 
positive behaviors as opposed to just 
penalizing bad behaviors,” Jamieson 
said.

The sole purpose of the program 

is to encourage students to make 
good choices and acknowledge 
positive actions in the building. 
By recognizing students for doing 
the right thing, the school hopes 
to build a culture where kindness 
and responsibility are noticed and 
celebrated.

“A student receives one when 
a teacher notices them doing 
something responsible, respectful, 
kind or helpful,” Hosgood said.

Systems like Pioneer Pride tickets 
show that even small gestures can 
make a difference. At Orange, those 
positive moments can earn students 
recognition for contributing to a 
supportive school community.

National Honor Society has 
existed for over 100 years and multiple 
students attending the high school are 
involved in it. But what is NHS really 
about? 

“National Honor Society is a 
recognized organization for high 
school students with the goal to ‘create 
enthusiasm for scholarship, a desire 
to render service, and to develop 
character in the students of secondary 
schools,” NHS supervisor Leslie 
Hosgood said. 

Though NHS is popular and a 
plethora of students are involved, 
there are multiple requirements to be 
initiated into the esteemed society. 

“In order to join NHS, applicants 
need to have a 3.5 GPA. Students 

must document service hours 
performed during high school 
(48 is the current requirement for 
hours)” Hosgood said.

Students can build their 
volunteer hours throughout their 
freshman and sophomore years to 
apply. If a student gets accepted 
into NHS, the initiation occurs 
junior year. 

“Throughout my freshman 
and sophomore years, I earned my 
volunteer hours through clubs mostly. 
I did Interact Club and earned most 
of my hours from there,” senior Olivia 
Rupp said.  

Another requirement for NHS is 
acquiring four recommendations from 
adults throughout the community 
who can speak for your ability to lead. 

“I had my teachers do two of mine, 
my manager and an old lacrosse coach 
did the other two,” Rupp said.

National Honors Society is 
considered a highly regarded group to 
be a part of. Though not a requirement 
of high school, it is a valuable 
achievement that can strengthen 
resumes and college apps to portray a 
student’s commitment to service.

At the high school, siblings 
Maverick and Izzy Scholvin are 
both making their mark in school 
sports. Both athletes made the varsity 
teams their freshman year and have 
continued to play hard throughout 
their high school careers.

During her 
time on the court, Izzy set multiple 
school records. She set the single set 
assist record, gaining 52 assists in one 
match. She also finished with 865 
career assists, breaking the program’s 
previous record. As the senior setter, 
Izzy earned major awards like First 
Team All-State, First Team Central 
District and First Team OCC. She is 
committed to play college volleyball at 
Texas State University in San Marcos, 
Texas. 

Izzy’s Brother, junior Maverick 
Sholvin plays varsity hockey and 
baseball. On the ice, Maverick plays 
forward and is one of the top defensive 
players on the team and a key 
contributor. This season, Maverick 
had 16 goals, 19 assists and 35 total 
points. He also earned All-Conference 
recognition.

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DECA students finished their 
state competition in February, 
so they now will move on to the 
International Career Development 
Conference, also referred to as ICDC. 
The conference is held April 25-28 in 
Atlanta, Georgia and brings together 
over 20,000 students and gives them 
the opportunity to compete, learn 
through workshops and advance their 
networking. 

ICDC is a great way to get students 
experience in the business field and 
work on a national level with other 
students not in their area. 

“[It stands for] International 

Career Development Conference. 
It’s a conference for students to get 
business experience and network 
with people across the nation. They 
compete and do workshops,” junior 
ICDC qualifier Jenna Frase said. 

 In order for students to qualify 
for the competition, students must 
compete at the district or state level. 
However, there are additional spots 
available for students who are leaders 
of other school enterprises. 

 “You have to qualify at state to 
qualify for your events. However, there 
are additional spots for leaders of the 
school based enterprises like Orange 
apparel, Fort Orange and Pioneer Pit 
Stop,” Frase said.
