Students used information from different
sources to help explain these gradual changes
During the activity, children used sandpaper to try
to change the shape of a rock, simulating how
natural forces can slowly wear rocks down. They
asked thoughtful questions such as, i H o woes
weather change r oc kan@d é Ho wWo rocks get
smaller over t i meUgiog hand lenses, students
closely observed the rocks before and after the
activity . Through their observations, they recognized
that they could not changethe rocks quickly, helping
them understand that processes like weathering
happen very slowly in nature.
