1.5 DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING 
 

A. Comply with the manufacturer's instructions and recommendations and as herein specified. 
 

B. Deliver materials in original packages or containers clearly labeled to identify manufacturer, 
brand name, quality or grade, and fire hazard classification. 

 
C. Store materials in original undamaged packages or containers.  do not store panels in an 

upright position.  Maintain temperature in Storage area above 40 degrees F., and not less that 
65 degrees F. for at least 24 hours before installation of the panels. 
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1.6  PROJECT CONDITIONS 
 

A. Maintain constant temperature and humidity conditions closely approximating final occupied 
conditions at areas of installation for at least 48 hours before, during, and after the application of 
materials.

2.3 ACCESSORIES 
 

A. Provide manufacturer's standard prefinished moldings and trim, in lengths to match panels, at 
all joints, corners and edges, color as selected by Architect. 

 

PART 3-EXECUTION 
 
3.1 EXAMINATION 
 

A. Installer must examine the areas and conditions under which panels are to be installed.  Notify 
the Contractor in writing of conditions detrimental to the proper and timely completion of the 
work.  Do not proceed with the work until unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected in a 
manner acceptable to the Installer. 

 

3.2 INSTALLATION 
 

A. Install panels to comply with manufacturer's written installation procedures. 

1. Install one-piece panels for full height at walls.  Horizontal joints are not permitted unless 
otherwise indicated. 

 
B. Apply sealant to all moldings according to manufacturer's recommendations. 
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C. Start installation from a corner and work progressively around the room.  Allow at least 1/16" in 
the molding joint for expansion.  Do not force panels tightly together.  Provide means of leveling 
panels so they are installed vertical.  Extend panels continuously behind cabinets and other 
surface-mounted items, unless otherwise indicated. 

 
D. All surfaces to which panels are applied shall be clean and dry.  Remove loose dirt, paint or 

other flaking material. 
 

E. Apply seal coat to surface of gypsum board to receive paneling. 
 

F. Apply adhesive with comb spreader to entire back of panel.  Apply adhesive in accordance with 
manufacturer's instructions.  Leave no adhesive between ridges. 

 
G. Adhesive and room temperature shall be between 60 degrees F. and 100 degrees F. during 

application. 
 

H. Press panels immediately into position.  With uniform hand pressure, press panels firmly into 
contact with adhesive bead. 

 
I. Continue bonding next panel as outlined above.  After a fifteen to twenty minute interval, 

reapply pressure to all areas to be bonded to provide a final set. 
 
 
3.3 ADJUST AND CLEAN 
 

A. Remove excess adhesive along finished seams as directed by the manufacturer. 
 

B. Replace removed plates and fixtures; verify cut edges of panels are completely concealed. 
 

C. Remove surplus materials, rubbish, and debris resulting from installation upon completion of 
work, and leave areas of installation in neat, clean condition.
