To
ensure a safe, enjoyable, and memorable evening for everyone, we want to clearly outline our attendance
expectations.

Please be aware that an Eligibility Window will be in effect from March 27th to May 15th. During
this time, all seniors are expected to maintain exemplary behavior and academic standing. Falling short
of school expectations during this period may result in the loss of your prom privileges.

Prom Eligibility Criteria (March 27th — May 15th) Students will lose privileges if they meet any of
the following conditions during this timeframe:

e Receiving a citation for truancy or excessive unexcused absences.

e Maintaining poor academic standing (failing two or more classes). Note: Academic standing will
be verified on May lst.

e Receiving 3 or more days of Out-of-School Suspension (OSS).

e Receiving 5 or more days of In-School Suspension (ISS).

e Accumulating a combined total of 5 or more days of ISS and OSS.

Additional Requirements
e Career Artifacts: You must have completed your career artifacts to be eligible to attend. If you
are bringing a junior as your guest, their career artifacts must be fully completed as well.
e Prior Disciplinary History: Please keep in mind that severe disciplinary issues from earlier in
the school year may also be factored into your final prom admission decision.
