PROPOSED BUDGET FREEZES TAX LEVY,
ENHANCES ACADEMIC PROGRAMMING
AND INVESTS IN FACILITIES

The Westbury Board of Education and Administration are pleased

to announce that the proposed 2024-2025 budget freezes the tax TAXES REDUCED 5_3070
levy at last year’s level. This is the fourth year in a row that the tax SINCE 2020_2021

levy has been either reduced or maintained at existing levels. Since
2021-2022, the tax levy has been reduced 5.3 percent.

We are also pleased that we have been able to hold the line on
taxes while continuing to enhance the overall academic program
and make improvements to our facilities. Unlike many districts
who have announced layoffs and cuts in services to balance
their budgets, we will not have to incur disruptions in our staffing,
academic programming or facilities maintenance. We will, instead,

achieve cost savings from declining enrollment by not replacing - J2om e 2 s PROPOSED
staff who are retiring without incurring increases in class sizes.
