Visiting the Nanyue King Museum and the
Chen Clan Ancestral Hall gave me a deeper
appreciation for China’s history, allowing me to see
ancient artifacts and detailed architecture up close. I
stayed in the Middle Haiyinlu Residence, which
slowly began to feel like a second home. A big part of
that feeling came from the people I was with. I grew
especially close with Sally (age 10) and her older
brother Ray (age 23), who was always kind, funny,
and ready to take us out to explore. We spent so
much time laughing together, whether we were out ~
in the city or just relaxing at home. After dinner, we
would all sit in the living room with their mom,
joking and talking.

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One night, we walked for over an hour
around the lake near their home. The city
felt different then. One of the funniest
moments was when Ray would purposely
annoy Sally by answering every question
with “mhh” instead of a real response. Sally
would get more and more frustrated while
the rest of us laughed, and eventually he
would give in and actually look up the
answer, which made it even funnier. Now,
when I think back on that night, it feels
distant and fragile, like something I could
almost reach but not quite touch. It’s in the
silence after laughter should be, in the
moments where everything feels just a little
less full.

There’s a kind of
stillness now that wasn’t there before, like a part of my everyday life stayed behind with them. There’s a softness to
the emptiness, like echoes of laughter that no longer fill the room, like moments that slipped away too quickly and
now only exist in memory. By the end of my trip, I didn’t just see China as a place I visited—I saw it as a place
where I found another version of home. And that changed the way I think about the world. It reminded me that
home isn’t just a place—it’s the people who make you feel understood, the moments that stay with you, and the
connections that don’t fade with distance. No matter how far away I am, a part of me will always remain there, in
those moments, with the people who made it feel like home.
