4th Quarter Voucher Payment Now Due:  The 4th quarter Education Freedom Account funds are in your 
EFA account and payment is now due.  It is important to know that the school does not receive the tuition 
voucher funds directly from the Department of Education.  The school only receives payment when you 
authorize your tuition voucher funds to be used to pay Episcopal Collegiate School via ClassWallet.

7th Grade Vaccine Reminder 

This is a reminder that when kids enter 7th grade they are required to have 
a meningococcal vaccine (Usually called Menactra, MENVEO, or 
MemACYW).  Most students get both meningococcal and Tdap vaccines  
when they turn 11.   If you are unsure if your kids had the vaccine, reach 
out to their pediatrician or Nurse Hopkins to see if they are up to date. 

Reminder: Procedure for Obtaining an Excused Absence 

If your child has to miss a full day of school or more, their adults need to email Dr. McCormick 
requesting the given time off and do so at least one week in advance. After this has been approved, the 
student will collect a Planned Absence Form from the Middle School Office, take it around to their 
teachers whose classes they will be missing for their signatures, and then bring it back to the Middle 
School office for Dr. McCormick’s signature. They will also be given a copy to take with them.

Final exams are quickly approaching! To give students a strong game plan, I have put together an Exam 
Prep Timeline filled with practical, research-based tips such as breaking material into manageable 
chunks and spreading out study sessions across several days instead of cramming. Upper School students 
will receive this timeline next week during Advisory, so they have a clear week-by-week breakdown 
tailored to the May exam schedule. Exam season is a great opportunity for students to flex those growing 
independence muscles and to attend extra help sessions. Thank you for partnering with us in your child’s 
success. 

AP Testing 2026: 

AP Testing will begin on Monday, May 4th, and conclude on Thursday, May 14th. (Testing Calendar). 
AP teachers will communicate specific testing locations with students as we get closer to the testing date. 
Times and locations will also be posted outside of College Counseling. Students who have an 8:00 AM 
test will need to be in the testing location no later than 7:45 AM. Students who have a 12:00 PM test, will 
need to be in the testing location no later than 11:45 AM.  Once testing has started, late students cannot be 
admitted to the room and will be required to take the test during the late testing administration session 
the week of May 18th. Please bring a fully charged laptop for testing. If you use a personal chromebook 
or iPad, please let Ms. Byrd know.

Do NOT send 
your scores. Seniors should send scores to the college they are planning on attending.

The Upper School Concert Choir wins the Sweepstakes award at the State Choral Festival! 

The Episcopal Collegiate Concert Choir participated in the Regional Choral Performance Assessments in 
March.  This event requires our students to prepare music for a concert performance for three judges 
followed by a music sight-reading demonstration for a single judge.  The Concert Choir earned 
“Superior” (90 and above) ratings from all three concert judges and a “Superior” rating from their 
sight-reading judge.  These combined scores qualified them for the State Choral Festival in April where 
they would prepare another concert performance for three judges from out-of-state.  On April 13th, the 
Concert Choir was awarded “Superior” ratings from all three judges at the state contest.  The combined 



scores from the Regional and State performances earned the Concert Choir a Sweepstakes Award from 
the Arkansas Choral Director’s Association, who sponsored the two events. In addition, the Concert Choir 
won runner-up (2nd place) in their division (3A - Large Ensemble).  Congratulations to these dedicated 
and talented students on their artistry and hard work!
