From the Nurse 
 
Absences and Tardiness- 
Please report your child late or absent by 8am either by emailing or calling the nurse’s line.  
 
Vaccine requirements: 
11 year old students are required to have the Tdap and Meningococcal vaccines. Please 
submit the vaccination report to the school   
 
Doctor notes are required for the following: 

• 3 or more consecutive days absent 
due to illness 

• Head injury/concussion evaluation  
• Any emergency room visit 
• Physical activity restrictions 

• Medical equipment (brace, splint, 
crutches, etc.)  

• Communicable diseases  
• Skin rashes  
• Suspected pink eye 

 
Please keep your child home if they have the following: 
Fever-May return after being fever free for 24 hours without fever reducing medication 
Diarrhea and/or vomiting-May return once symptom free for 24 hours  
Conjunctivitis (pink eye)-May return 24 hours after the first dose of medication 
 
Nut Free School-Please ensure no foods or drinks containing nuts are sent in. 
 
Medication can only be dropped off by an adult. 
 
There are lots more to know so be sure to check out the student  
parent handbook.
