Third	grade	students	are	also	invited	to	
sing	in	the	Chorus.	Chorus	rehearsals	will	begin	in	September	(more	details	to	come	from	your	music	
teacher).

Fourth	grade	students	are	invited	to	play	a	string	instrument	(Violin,	Viola,	Cello),	a	band	instrument	
(Flute,	Clarinet,	Alto	Saxophone,	Trumpet,	French	horn,	Trombone,	Baritone,	Percussion/Bell	Kit),	
and/or	sing	in	the	Chorus.	Group	instrument	lessons	begin	in	September,	during	the	school	day,	one	time	
per	cycle.	Fourth	Grade	Orchestra	and	Chorus	rehearsals	will	begin	in	September	(more	details	to	come	
from	your	music	teacher).

Please	be	sure	your	child	accompanies	you	to	the	music	
store	to	ensure	that	he/she	receives	the	correct	size	instrument.		If	you	are	unable	to	provide	an	
instrument	for	your	child,	please	contact	your	school	Guidance	Counselor	regarding	the	District’s	FLITE	
program.
