Since 1995,
the program has served over 240,000 scholars across the United States. Locally,
SSKH has served an average of 65 scholars yearly. This year the program will be
held at Duxberry Park Arts Impact Elementary, 1779 Maynard Ave.

The program will begin
June 10 and last through the last day in July. Program time: 8:30-3:00, Monday
through Friday. Holidays off: June 19 and July 4.
