The District records a weighted 100-point scale, weighted 4.0 scale, and the unweighted 4.0 GPA on student
transcripts. All courses recorded on the academic achievement record (high school transcript), with the exception of
courses taken on a CPA-exempt basis, shall count toward GPA and class rand using the grades received. Thes courses

Any courses taken in fulfillment of an endorsement are not
excluded from GPA.
