The
successful candidate will create a learning environment that fosters spiritual, academic, and emotional growth,
and encourages students to develop their mathematical and critical thinking skills.

ESSENTIAL DUTIES/FUNCTIONS:

Understand the major philosophical principles of Middle School education and develop lessons that are
developmentally appropriate

Prepare daily lesson plans and materials for the classroom

Evaluate curriculum

Prepare or update curriculum maps that chart the learning targets and outcomes of each unit of study
Instruct students by implementing lesson plans and objectives into the classroom setting
Motivate students to learn both the facts and the application of material

Monitor and correct student behavior as appropriate

Evaluate students’ progress through use of both formative and summative assessments
Enter grades so that timely interim and final grade reports can be Issued

Communicate progress of students during parent-teacher conferences

Supervise students in the classroom and in the cafeteria/student spaces

Able and willing to share faith in Jesus Christ with students as appropriate

Order supplies, equipment, materials
