Here are some handy guidelines to use:

Contact the Superintendent’s Office

Go next to the school principal or  
supervisorwho usually will be able to 
resolve your problem or refer you to the 
right person.

Start with your child’s teacher. They are in 
the best position to address classroom-
related issues. If the problem is outside the 
teacher’s area of expertise or control, the 
teacher will refer you to the right person.
