2:210 Organizational Board of Education Meeting

During a March meeting in odd-numbered years, the Board of Education establishes a date for its
organizational meeting to be held sometime after the election authority canvasses the vote, but within
40 days after the consolidated election. The consolidated election is held on the first Tuesday in April
of odd-numbered years.

At the organizational meeting, the following shall occur:

1. Each successful candidate, before taking his or her seat on the Board, shall take the oath of
office as provided in Board policy 2:80, Board Member Oath and Conduct.

2. The new Board members shall be seated.

3. The Board of Education shall elect its officers, who assume office immediately upon their
election.

4. The Board of Education shall fix a time and date for its regular meetings.

During an April Board meeting in even-numbered years, the Board considers organizational matters
such as: selecting individual members to fill offices with terms that expire in April or May and fixing a
time and date for its regular meetings.

2:110 Qualifications, Term, and Duties of Board Officers

The Board of Education officers are: President, Vice President and Secretary. These officers are
elected or appointed by the Board at its organizational meeting. The offices of Vice President and
Secretary may be combined at the Board's discretion. The Board may, at its discretion, extend terms
of officers to two years.

President

The Board of Education elects a President from its members for a one-year term. The duties of the
President are:

Preside at all meetings;

Focus the Board meeting agendas on appropriate content;

Make all Board committee appointments with Board approval;

Attend and observe any Board committee meeting at his or her discretion;

Sign official District documents requiring the President's signature, including Board Minutes and
Certificate of Tax Levy;

Call special meetings of the Board;

Serve as the head of the public body for purposes of the Open Meetings Act (OMA) and
Freedom of Information Act;

8. Ensure that a quorum of the Board is physically present at all Board meetings, except as
otherwise provided by the OMA;

9. Administer the oath of office to new Board members;
10. Serve as or appoint the Board'’s official spokesperson to the media;

11. Except when the Board President is the subject of a complaint of sexual harassment, a witness,
or otherwise conflicted, appoint a qualified outside investigator to conduct an independent
review of allegations of sexual harassment made against a Board member by another Board
member or elected official; and

12. Ensure that all fingerprint-based criminal history records information checks, screenings, and
sexual misconduct related employment history reviews (EHRs) required by State law and policy
5:30, Hiring Process and Criteria, are completed for the Superintendent.

The President is permitted to participate in all Board meetings in a manner equal to all other Board
members, including the ability to make and second motions.

A vacancy in the Presidency is filled by the Vice President.

Vice President and Secretary

The Board of Education elects a Vice President and a Secretary from its members for a one-year
term. The Vice President performs the duties of the President if:

e the office of President is vacant;
o the Presidentis absent; or
¢ the President is unable to perform the office's duties.

A vacancy in the Vice Presidency is filled by special Board election.

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The Secretary shall perform or delegate the following duties:

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. Keep Board meeting minutes;

Prepare Board meeting agendas and provide them, along with prior meeting minutes, to Board
members before the next meeting;

Mail meeting notification and agenda to news media who have officially requested copies;

Keep records of the Board's official acts, and sign them, along with the President, before
submitting them to the Treasurer at such times as the Treasurer may require;

Report to the Township Treasurer on or before July 7, annually, such information as the Township
Treasurer is required to include in the Township Treasurer's report to the North Cook
Intermediate Service Center Executive Director;

Act as the local election official for the District;

Arrange public inspection of the budget before adoption;

Publish required notices;

Sign official District documents requiring the Secretary's signature; and

Maintain Board policy and such other official documents as directed by the Board.

The Secretary may delegate some or all of these duties, except when State law prohibits the
delegation. The Board appoints a secretary pro tempore, who may or may not be a Board member, if
the Secretary is absent from any meeting or refuses to perform the duties of the office. A permanent
vacancy in the office of Secretary is filled by special Board election.

AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF
LINCOLNWOOD SCHOOL DISTRICT 74 AND SIMPLIFY LEARNING, LL.C

This Amendment is entered into as of May 7, 2026, by and between the Board of Education
of Lincolnwood School District No. 74 (“School District”) and Simplify Learning, LLC (“Simplify
Learning”) pursuant to the Quote dated February 18, 2026, and the Simplify Learning School
Licensing Terms (collectively, the “Agreement”), and shall continue in force for any extensions
of the Agreement or subsequent renewals or order forms, unless otherwise agreed by the Parties.

School District shall not be required to make any claim of privilege that
may be applicable to prevent disclosure in response to, and will not be required to notify Simplify
Learning prior to any disclosure in response to, a valid FOIA request for information that is not
confidential or proprietary. Simplify Learning acknowledges and agrees that the Agreement is
not confidential or exempt from disclosure under the Illinois Freedom of Information Act or Open
Meetings Act.

4. Governing Law/Venue. This Agreement will be governed and construed in accordance
with the laws of the State of Illinois, without regard to any conflicts of law provisions. Venue for
all actions between the parties shall lie solely in the Circuit Court of Cook County, Illinois.
Simplify Learning hereby agrees to this exclusive venue, to personal jurisdiction of this court, and
to service of process in accordance with its rules of civil procedure, and Simplify Learning waives
any objection that this venue is not convenient. Any references to binding arbitration, the waiver
of the right to a jury trial, or the waiver of claims which may be litigated on a class or representative
basis shall be deleted from the Agreement as it currently exists or as it may be modified or amended
in the future.

3. Student Privacy Laws. Simplify Learning confirms that no student data shall be obtained
from School District in accordance with any applicable federal or Illinois laws, including (without
limitation, and only to the extent applicable) the /llinois School Student Records Act (105 ILCS
10/1 et seq.); the Illinois Student Online Personal Protection Act (105 ILCS 85/1 et seq., herein
“SOPPA”); and the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (20 U.S.C. 1232g, herein
“FERPA”).

6. Insurance. During the term of this Agreement and any renewal thereof, Simplify Learning
shall maintain a cyber-liability insurance policy insuring against data breaches. School District
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shall be named as an additional insured on such policy. Any damages limitations in this Agreement
shall not apply to School District in its capacity as an additional insured.

7. Authority to Execute. Each signatory hereto represents and warrants that he or she has
the proper corporate authority to execute this Amendment and bind his or her entity to the terms
and conditions hereof.

BACKGROUND

Panorama is an education technology company that provides a
cloud-based platform-as-a-service and related support
services to enable schools and school districts to analyze
student and school data, measure social-emotional learning, and
design and implement survey programs for students, staff and
parents or authorized guardians (“Platform”). The client named
on the Service Order attached hereto (“Client”) and Panorama
have entered into an agreement consisting of the attached
Service Order, including any exhibits attached thereto, ("SO"),
these terms ("Terms” and collectively with the SO,
“Agreement”). From time to time hereafter, Client and
Panorama may enter into additional service orders pursuant to
which Client may purchase additional rights to use the Platform
and receive additional services, provided that these Terms will
be incorporated by reference into and apply to each such
additional service order to create a separate agreement that
governs each such additional service order, in each case to the
exclusion of any other terms or conditions that either party
seeks to impose or incorporate or that are implied by course of
dealing.

1 RIGHT TO USE PLATFORM

1.1 Platform. Subject to this Agreement, Panorama hereby
grants Client (including Client’s students, employees, and
parents and authorized guardians of Client’s students, all as
applicable and described in the relevant SO, (“Authorized
Users”)), the limited, nonexclusive, nontransferable, non-
sublicenseable right to access and use the Platform via the
Internet during the Term solely for Client’s use, in accordance
with applicable laws and regulations and the Platform’s intended
uses as communicated to Client by Panorama.

1.2 Limitations. Except as expressly permitted in the
Agreement, Client will not and will not authorize or allow any

Client is responsible for compliance with
federal, state and local laws and regulations to the extent they
govern Client's activities, including but not limited to the use by
Client of the Platform to collect, record, retain, use and disclose
any individual’s information. Without limiting the foregoing,

each party is responsible for determining its own obligations,
including but not limited to notice and consent obligations,
under the Family Educational Right to Privacy Act and its
implementing regulations ("FERPA") and the Protection of Pupil
Rights Act and its implementing regulations ("PPRA”).

questions, (“Non-PII” and together with PII “Client Data”).
Client hereby grants Panorama a nonexclusive, worldwide,
royalty-free, fully paid up, sublicenseable (through multiple
tiers): (i) right and license during the Term to copy, distribute,
display, create derivative works of and use Client Data to
perform Panorama’s obligations under this Agreement; (ii)
perpetual, irrevocable right and license to copy, modify and use
Client PII to create aggregated, non-personally identifiable data
sets (“Blind Data”) and copy, distribute, display, create
derivative works of and use Blind Data for benchmarking,
research or development purposes, including published
research; and (iii) perpetual, irrevocable right and license to
copy, distribute, display, create derivative works of and use Non-
PII, for any and all purposes, in any form, media or manner.

Panorama grants no, and
reserves any and all, rights other than the rights expressly
granted to Client under this Agreement with respect to the
Platform.

3 FEES; PAYMENT TERMS

invoice date. If payment of any fee is not made when due and
payable, a late fee will accrue at the rate of the lesser of one
and one-half percent (1.5%) per month or the highest legal rate
permitted by law and Client will pay all reasonable expenses of
collection. In addition, if any past due payment has not been
received by Panorama within thirty (30) days from the time such
payment is due, Panorama may upon written notice to Client
suspend access to the Platform until such payment is made.

3.2 Taxes; Tax Exemption. All amounts payable by Client

Each party agrees that it will not, without
prior written consent of the other, issue a press release
regarding their business relationship. Notwithstanding anything
herein to the contrary, Panorama may identify Client and the
relationship between Panorama and Client in Panorama’s
marketing collateral, website, and other promotional, proposal
and marketing materials.

Upon the occurrence of any Force Majeure Event, the
affected party will give the other party written notice thereof as
soon as reasonably practicable of its failure of performance,
describing the cause and effect of such failure, and the
anticipated duration of its inability to perform.

Any additional or different terms proposed by
Client, including those contained in Client’s procurement order,
acceptance, vendor portal or website, shall not be valid or have
any effect unless expressly incorporated into the SO and agreed
upon in writing by Panorama.

All notices under the Agreement will be in
writing and sent to the recipient’s address set forth in the SO
and will be deemed to have been duly given when received, if
personally delivered; when receipt is electronically confirmed, if
transmitted by facsimile or email; the day after it is sent, if sent
for next day delivery by recognized overnight delivery service;
and upon receipt, if sent by certified or registered mail, return
receipt requested.

AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF
LINCOLNWOOD SCHOOL DISTRICT 74 AND COMMONLIT, INC.

This Amendment is entered into as of May 7, 2026, by and between the Board of Education
of Lincolnwood School District No. 74 (“School District”) and CommonLit, Inc. (“CommonLit”)
pursuant to Quote S3FIX-ROW70-J2AGX-DFZEV dated February 19, 2026, and the Terms of
Use (collectively, the “Agreement”), and shall continue in force for any extensions of the
Agreement or subsequent renewals or order forms, unless otherwise agreed by the Parties.

I. Terms and Conditions. This Amendment modifies the Agreement entered into by the
Parties. Terms and conditions not amended herein shall have the same meaning as in the
Agreement. If there is conflict between this Amendment and the Agreement, the terms of this
Amendment will prevail. CommonLit shall not materially modify or amend the Agreement (see
https://www.commonlit.org/en/terms) during the term of this Agreement or any extension thereof,
without providing written notice.

2. Auto-Renewal. The term of the Agreement between the parties shall not automatically
renew. Subsequent extensions of the Agreement shall require notice to and approval of the School
District.

3. FOIA/OMA. School District shall not be required to make any claim of privilege that may
be applicable to prevent disclosure in response to, and will not be required to notify CommonLit
prior to any disclosure in response to, a valid FOIA request for information that is not confidential
or proprietary. CommonLit acknowledges and agrees that the Agreement is not confidential or
exempt from disclosure under the Illinois Freedom of Information Act or Open Meetings Act.

4. Governing L.aw/Venue. This Agreement will be governed and construed in accordance
with the laws of the State of Illinois, without regard to any conflicts of law provisions. Venue for
all actions between the parties shall lie solely in the Circuit Court of Cook County, Illinois.
CommonLit hereby agrees to this exclusive venue, to personal jurisdiction of this court, and to
service of process in accordance with its rules of civil procedure, and CommonLit waives any
objection that this venue is not convenient. Any references to binding arbitration, the waiver of the
right to a jury trial, or the waiver of claims which may be litigated on a class or representative basis
shall be deleted from the Agreement as it currently exists or as it may be modified or amended in
the future.

5. Illinois Student Privacy Laws. In addition to its obligation to maintain student data in
accordance with applicable federal laws, CommonLit shall also maintain all student data obtained
from School District in accordance with any applicable Illinois laws, including (without limitation,
and only to the extent applicable) the /llinois School Student Records Act (105 ILCS 10/1 et seq.);
and the [llinois Student Online Personal Protection Act (105 ILCS 85/1 et seq.) (herein “SOPPA”).
In accordance with SOPPA, the School District and CommonLit have separately executed a
“Standard Student Data Privacy Agreement” IL-NDPA or an Exhibit E “General Offer of Privacy
Terms” to join in the IL-NDPA Agreement between CommonLit and another Illinois public school
district.
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6. Insurance. During the term of this Agreement and any renewal thereof, CommonL.it shall
maintain a cyber-liability insurance policy insuring against data breaches. School District shall be
named as an additional insured on such policy. Any damages limitations in this Agreement shall
not apply to School District in its capacity as an additional insured.

General Personnel

5:30 Hiring Process and Criteria

The District hires the most qualified personnel consistent with budget and staffing requirements and in
compliance with Board of Education policy on equal employment opportunity and minority recruitment.
The Superintendent is responsible for recruiting personnel and making hiring recommendations to the
Board. If the Superintendent’'s recommendation is rejected, the Superintendent must submit another.
The Superintendent may select personnel on a short-term basis for a specific project or emergency
condition before the Board of Education's approval. No individual will be employed who has been
convicted of a criminal offense listed in 105 ILCS 5/21B-80(c).

Applicants must complete a District application form in order to be considered for employment.

Job Descriptions

The Board maintains the Superintendent’s job description and directs, through policy, the
Superintendent, in his or her charge of the District's administration.

The Superintendent shall develop and maintain a current, comprehensive job description for each
position, however, a provision in a collective bargaining agreement or individual contract will control in
the event of a conflict.

Investigations

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that a fingerprint-based criminal history records check
and a check of the Statewide Sex Offender Database and Violent Offender Against Youth Database
is performed on each applicant as required by State law. When the applicant is a successful
superintendent candidate who has been offered employment by the Board, the Board President shall
ensure that these checks are completed. The Superintendent or designee, or if the applicantis a
successful superintendent candidate, then the Board President shall notify an applicant if the applicant
is identified in either database. The School Code requires the Board President to keep a conviction
record confidential and share it only with the Superintendent, North Cook Intermediate Service Center
Executive Director, State Superintendent, State Educator Preparation and Licensure Board, any other
person necessary to the hiring decision, the lll. State Police and/or Statewide Sex Offender Database
for purposes of clarifying the information, and/or the Teachers' Retirement System of the State of
llinois when required by law. The Board reserves its right to authorize additional background inquiries
beyond a fingerprint-based criminal history records check when it deems it appropriate to do so, in
accordance with applicable laws.

Each newly hired employee must complete a U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services Form as
required by federal law.

The District retains the right to discharge any employee whose criminal background investigation
reveals a conviction for committing or attempting to commit any of the offenses outlined in 105 ILCS
5/21B-80 or who falsifies, or omits facts from, his or her employment application or other employment
documents. If an indicated finding of abuse or neglect of a child has been issued by the lll. Department
of Children and Family Services or by a child welfare agency of another jurisdiction for any applicant
530
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for student teaching, applicant for employment, or any District employee, then the Board must consider
that person’s status as a condition of employment.

The Superintendent shall ensure that the District does not engage in any investigation or inquiry
prohibited by law and complies with each of the following:

1. The District uses an applicant’s credit history or report from a consumer reporting agency only
when a satisfactory credit history is an established bona fide occupational requirement of a
particular position.

2. The District does not screen applicants based on their current or prior wages or salary histories,
including benefits or other compensation, by requiring that the wage or salary history satisfy
minimum or maximum criteria.

3. The District does not request or require a wage or salary history as a condition of being
considered for employment, being interviewed, continuing to be considered for an offer of
employment, an offer of employment, or an offer of compensation.

4. The District does not request or require an applicant to disclose wage or salary history as a
condition of employment.

5. The District does not ask an applicant or applicant’s current or previous employers about wage
or salary history, including benefits or other compensation, unless the applicant's wage or salary
history is a matter of public record, or is contained in a document completed by the applicant's
current or former employer and then made available to the public by the employer, or then
submitted or posted by the employer to comply with State or federal law; or the applicantis a
current employee applying for a position with the same current employer.

5:50 Drug- and Alcohol-Free Workplace; E-Cigarette, Tobacco, and Cannabis
Prohibition

All District workplaces are drug- and alcohol-free workplaces.

All employees are prohibited from engaging in any of the following activities while on District premises
or while performing work for the District:

1. Unlawful manufacture, dispensing, distribution, possession, or use of anillegal or controlled
substance, or being impaired by or under the influence of any illegal substance or any detectible
use of any illegal substance regardless of when or where the use occurred.

2. Distribution, consumption, use, possession, or being impaired by or under the influence of an
alcoholic beverage; being present on District premises or while performing work for the District
when alcohol consumption is detectible, regardless of when and/or where the use occurred.

3. Distribution, consumption, possession, use, or being impaired by or under the influence of
cannabis; being present on District premises or while performing work for the District when
impaired by or under the influence of cannabis, regardless of when and/or where the use
occurred, unless distribution, possession, and/or use is by a school nurse or school
administrator pursuant to Ashley’s Law; 105 ILCS 5/22-33. The District considers employees
impaired by or under the influence of cannabis when there is a good faith belief that an
employee manifests specific articulable symptoms while working that decrease or lessen the
employee’s performance of the duties or tasks of the employee’s job position.

Upon the Superintendent or designee’s reasonable suspicion of an employee’s violation of any of the
prohibited activities stated above, the Superintendent or designee may direct the employee to
undergo a drug and/or alcohol test to corroborate or refute the alleged violation. State law protects the
District from liability when it takes actions pursuant to a reasonable workplace drug policy, including
but not limited to subjecting an employee or applicant to reasonable drug and alcohol testing,
reasonable and nondiscriminatory random drug testing, discipline, termination of employment, or
withdrawal of a job offer due to a failure of a drug test.

For purposes of this policy a controlled substance means a substance that is:

Not legally obtainable,
Being used in a manner different than prescribed,
Legally obtainable, but has not been legally obtained, or

B own =

Referenced in federal or State controlled substance acts.

For purposes of this policy, District premises means workplace as defined in the Cannabis
Regulation and Tax Act (CRTA) in addition to District and school buildings, grounds, and parking
areas; vehicles used for school purposes; and any location used for a School Board meeting, school
athletic event, or other school-sponsored or school-sanctioned events or activities. School grounds
means the real property comprising any school, any conveyance used to transport students to school
or a school-related activity, and any public way within 1,000 feet of any school ground, designated

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school bus stops where students are waiting for the school bus, and school-sponsored or school-
sanctioned events or activities. “Vehicles used for school purposes” means school buses or other
school vehicles.

As a condition of employment, each employee shall:

Abide by the terms of this Board policy respecting a drug- and alcohol-free workplace; and

Notify his or her supervisor of his or her conviction under any criminal drug statute for a violation

occurring on the District premises or while performing work for the District, no later than five
calendar days after such a conviction.

Unless otherwise prohibited by this policy, prescription and over-the-counter medications are not
prohibited when taken in standard dosages and/or according to prescriptions from the employee's
licensed health care provider, provided that an employee's work performance is not impaired.

To make employees aware of the dangers of drug and alcohol abuse, the Superintendent or designee
shall perform each of the following:

Provide each employee with a copy of this policy.
Post notice of this policy in a place where other information for employees is posted.

Make available materials from local, State, and national anti-drug and alcohol-abuse
organizations.

. Enlist the aid of community and State agencies with drug and alcohol informational and

rehabilitation programs to provide information to District employees.

Establish a drug-free awareness program to inform employees about:
a. The dangers of drug abuse in the workplace,

b. Available drug and alcohol counseling, rehabilitation, re-entry, and any employee
assistance programs, and

c. The penalties that the District may impose upon employees for violations of this policy.

Remind employees that policy 6:60, Curriculum Content, requires the District to educate
students, depending upon their grade, about drug and substance abuse prevention and
relationships between drugs, alcohol, and violence.

E-Cigarette, Tobacco, and Cannabis Prohibition

All employees are covered by the conduct prohibitions contained in policy 8:30, Visitors to and
Conduct on School Property. The prohibition on the use of e-cigarettes, tobacco, and cannabis
products applies both (1) when an employee is on school property, and (2) while an employee is
performing work for the District at a school event regardless of the event’s location.

Tobacco has the meaning provided in 105 ILCS 5/10-20.5b.

Cannabis has the meaning provided in the CRTA, 410 ILCS 705/1-10.

E-Cigarette is short for electronic cigarette and shall have the meaning provided in the Prevention of

Tobacco Use by Persons Under 21 Years of Age———=22"2" and Sale and Distribution of
Tobacco Products Act, 720 ILCS 675/1(a-9).

District Action Upon Violation of Policy

An employee who violates this policy may be subject to disciplinary action, including termination. In

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addition or alternatively, the Board may require an employee to successfully complete an appropriate
drug- or alcohol-abuse rehabilitation program.

The Board shall take disciplinary action with respect to an employee convicted of a drug offense in the
workplace within 30 days after receiving notice of the conviction.

Should District employees be engaged in the performance of work under a federal contract or grant,
or under a State contract or grant of $5,000 or more, the Superintendent shall notify the appropriate
State or federal agency from which the District receives contract or grant monies of the employee’s
conviction within 10 days after receiving notice of the conviction.

Students competent in SEL are able to recognize and manage their emotions, establish healthy
relationships, set positive goals, meet personal and social needs, and make responsible and ethical
decisions.

The Superintendent shall incorporate SEL into the District's curriculum and other educational
programs consistent with the District's mission and the goals and benchmarks of the lll. Learning
Standards. The lll. Learning Standards include three goals for students:

1. Develop self-awareness and self-management skills to achieve school and life success.
2. Use social-_awareness and interpersonal skills to establish and maintain positive relationships.

3. Demonstrate decision-making skills and responsible behaviors in personal, school, and
community contexts.

The incorporation of SEL obijectives into the District's curriculum and other educational programs may
include but is not limited to:

1. Classroom and school-wide programming to foster a safe, supportive learning environment
where students feel respected and valued. This may include incorporating scientifically based,
age-_and-_culturally appropriate classroom instruction, and District-wide; and school-wide
strategies that teach SEL skills, promote optimal mental health, and prevent risk behaviors for all

students.
2. Ongoing < staff professional development and support to promote students’ SEL
development.

3. Parent/Guardian and family involvement to promote students' SEL development. This may
include providing parents/guardians and families with learning opportunities related to the
importance of their children's optimal SEL development and ways to enhance it.

4. Community partnerships to promote students' SEL development. This may include establishing
partnerships with diverse community agencies and organizations to assure a coordinated
approach to addressing children's mental health and SEL development.

5. Early identification and intervention to enhance students' school readiness, academic success,
and use of good citizenship skills. This may include development of a system and procedures for
periodic and universal screening, assessment, and early intervention for students who have
significant risk factors for social, emotional, or mental health conditions that impact learning.

6. Treatment to prevent or minimize mental health conditions in students. This may include building
and strengthening referral and follow-up procedures for providing effective clinical services for
students with social, emotional, and mental health conditions that impact learning. This may
include student and family support services, school-based behavioral health services, and
school-community linked services and supports.
