EXCEPTIONS!  

The following are a list of rules for attending GRAD NITE that will be strictly enforced.  By signing the Graduate & Parent/Guardian 
Agreement, you accept and agree to these rules. 

1. The student must GRADUATE and participate in the graduation ceremony. 
2. A graduate/parent agreement must be signed by both graduate and parent or guardian and returned by the deadline of May 

29th, 2026. (regardless of graduate’s age, both signatures are required) 
3. Check in at NHS is 10:00 to 11:00 PM.  Parents/Guardians of graduates will receive a phone call from the committee if 

graduates who are signed up to attend Grad Nite do not report to NHS by 11:00 PM. 
4. Graduates must present their ticket which will be handed out at graduation practice upon arrival at the school on the 

evening of the event. No exceptions will be made. 
5. No graduate will be allowed to leave the celebration once checked in unless picked up by their parent/guardian.  The 

parent/guardian must show their license and sign their graduate out. 
6. The Grad Nite Committee members, parent volunteers, and NHS, are not responsible for any lost, stolen or broken personal 

items or any injury to any graduate.  
7. I, my successors and assigns, shall indemnify and hold the GRAD NITE 2026 celebration harmless, and defend the GRAD 

NITE 2026 celebration from any injuries and all claims whatsoever arising out of my participating in the GRAD NITE 2026 
celebration.
