Primary Responsibilities:
	 •	 Oversees the entire volleyball program including the Junior Varsity, and Varsity teams.
	 •	 Oversees the Assistant Coaches during training, practices, and games.
	 •	 Coordinates supervision of athletes on buses and in the locker room. 
	 •	 Works closely with the Director of Athletics-Internal Operations and the Director of Athletics-External 

Operations to coordinate practice times and schedules.
	 •	 Willingness to practice and play games off campus.
	 •	 Willingness to be creative with practice plans and practice sites. 
	 •	 Coordinates try-outs to evaluate players’ skills for proper team placement.
	 •	 Works with team’s booster group to coordinate fundraising events and identify the wants of the team.  
	 •	 Coordinates the execution and supervision of summer youth volleyball camp if possible. 
	 •	 Adheres to WPIAL and PIAA rules and regulations.
	 •	 Adheres to Central Catholic High School rules and regulations.
	 •	 Works in conjunction with the Administration and the Office of Lasallian Mission and Ministry to 

promote, educate and instill our Lasallian charism throughout the program.
