FROM LIGHT TO GLORY— THE MEANING OF THE PASCHAL CANDLE
The Paschal candle, first lit at the Easter Vigil, symbolizes the Paschal Mystery
—the passion, death, and resurrection of Jesus—which is at the center of our
Catholic faith. It remains lit throughout the Easter season as a sign of the risen
Christ. Pentecost marks the end of the Easter season and a return to Ordinary
Time, so you will see the candle extinguished. The Paschal candle remains in the
church and is lit again for important sacraments such as baptisms and funerals,
reminding us of Christ’s ongoing presence in the life of the Church.

The baptismal font renderings are finally in! With a few tweaks to
go in the design, we are excited to share the details. The font will
be made of white Carrera marble and will have four etchings: two
crosses, a V+J facing the Sanctuary, and an Alpha and Omega
facing the Narthex. The scripture verse to be etched along the top
rim of the font will be from Matthew 28:19, “Baptize them in the
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.” The font
will be installed at the new entry from the Narthex into the Church.
