There are several exciting summer enrichment opportunities available for elementary students.

6/1 regarding whether your child needs to attend a summer program.
e Specialized Elementary programs begin on Tuesday, June 2, including PK and Kindergarten
Camp Chispas, Extended School Year (ESY) and Compensatory Services.
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e Accelerated Learning Elementary programs begin on Tuesday, June 2, including
Accelerated Learning (G1-G5) and Bilingual Bridge Camp for our emerging bilingual students
rising 5" graders.

Families with students eligible and identified to attend these summer programming opportunities
will receive information by May 26. All students in our summer programming will have access to our
free summer meals. Please note that transportation is not provided to students, therefore families
will have to arrange for daily transportation, unless predetermined by the ARD committee.

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School Year Forms

School Year forms (previously called Back to School forms). This applies to any new student
regardless of start date at YES Prep.

Annual Student Enrollment forms ensure important student information, such as guardians,
emergency contacts and medical information, is updated and allows the district to respond
appropriately in case of emergency. Maintaining up-to-date student information is also needed to
maintain compliance with the TEA (Texas Education Agency).

Annual Student Enrollment forms for returning and new students will be released through Skyward

Family Access on Monday, June 15, 2026. We encourage families to complete their students’ Annual
Student Enrollment forms as soon as possible.

School Year 2026-2027 Dress Code

YES Prep Public Schools believes in the power of community and school pride while also deeply
valuing a student’s right to express their individuality without the fear of unnecessary discipline,
body shaming, or the confines of gender norms. Students have the right to be treated equitably and
dress code enforcement at YES Prep Public Schools will not create disparities, reinforce or increase
the marginalization of any group, nor will it be unfairly enforced more strictly against a student
because of racial identity, ethnicity, gender expression, sexual orientation, cultural or religious
identity, household income, body size or type, or body maturity.

For the 2026-2027 school year, students are required to wear a YES Prep-branded uniform top five
days a week, the last day of the week allows for a variation (i.e. - college t-shirt day). Students wiill
be allowed to wear a uniform top from any previous school year (that fits uniform policy).

e All YES Prep students should own at least 1 campus polo.

¢ Uniforms from the 2025-2026 school year and previous years are acceptable if they meet the

school’s uniform guidelines.
